Chicago, Jan. 8—President Wilson's

tiderable selling of grain today, chiefly
by dealers who drew quick inference
that the outlook for an early peace had
been improved.

Notwithstanding this. exitraordinary
fact the .live stock and agricultural
population had practically no effective
voice in determining affairs vitally af-
fecting their Interests. There exists a
lack of cohesion and effective organi-:
zaition the farmers. He, there-
fore, advised the evolving ' and ap-
pointing of a permanent advisory
council representing and having at
heart the interests of agriculture.
This committee must have the strong,
eifective backing of the whole of Ca-
nadian agriculture. It must be com-
bosed of able men capable of securing
recognition from the government, must
have well paid experts who shall mar-
shall facts and figures relating to
transportation and all other questions
vitally touching the business of agri-
culture, :

Hog Producers Need Aid.

The counzry was under an obligation
to fthe farmers for thefr magnificent
response to the call for greater produc-
tionl of hogs. Thess breeders must not
be—fleft to thes depredations of other
organized. interests so that their pro-
fits be eaten up by the cost of feed,
transportation and marketing, They
must be  provided with Increased faci-
litles and sufficlent financial assist-
ance to enable them to properly mar-
ket their increased production in the
spring. The farmers had never yet
been in a position to say what shail
be done in matters relating to their
interests, and the need and oppor-
tunity of the hour was therefore ef-
fective orgénizstion and loyal co-op-
eration. e i

Selfishtess Must Go.

Peter White was applauded when he
candidly told those present, out of his
own experience, that the great oh-
stacle in the way of effective organi-
zation among the farmers was the
selfish interest of the individual which
was inherent in the human mind. They
must be willing to work for the com-
mon good and get a broader spirit
than heretofore. ‘There must be a
leal attempt to banish selfishness in
the common interest.”

Possibilities Presented.

Mr, White gave a vivid picture of
thé contrast between the manufactur-
ers’ ‘associations and the farmers’ or-
sanizations. He told how the manu-
facturers had their own well-informed
specialists, who could be relied upon
to present the interests of the manu-
facturers to any committee of govern-
ment or railway men. They did not
have to rely on the statements made
by the cpposite side. On the other
kand, the farmers generally had to
take as the truth the statements pre-
| sented by the railways, -notwithstand-
(ing the fact that the rajlway and
fma.nufactun'lng industries had not as
jinany votes as the farming industry,
not as much capital invested, not ag
much manual labor involved.

H, F. Bailey reminded the meeting
that t.he Union government was an ag-
| ditional opportunity for the effective
presentation of the farmers’ needs. But
they must not leave the questions up
to the government to handle; the
farmer must co-operate with the gov-
ernment. ' in seeking - the proper
answers.
