“1—Increases in rates for helpers
from 45 cents per hour to 70 cents;

85 cents,

“2—Forty-four hour week as com-
pared with forty-eight hours now in
vogue in round houses and operating
yards, and forty-seven hours in main
shops. ;

“3. Double time for overtime in
place of time and one-half.

“4, Thirty days’' holiday with
pay each year,

“5. Extended issuance of
free transportation.

Some Concessions Made,

“Upon some of the foregoing and

board has already made concessions.
The employes have been inlormed
lthat an eight-hour day has been

“Other points, however, are in-
volved gravely affecting not only the
solvency of Canadian railways but
the ability of Canadian business con-
cerns to meet foreign competition.
