YUDENITCH ARMY
STEADILY ADVANCING

British Fleet Continues Bombard-
ment of Islands Off Finnish
Coast.

Helsingfors, Nov. 2.—The latest re-
ports from the army of Gen. Yudenitch
declare he is steadily advancing on the
entire” front before Petrograd and to
the south, his right flank being fully
protected as the result of the progress
made by the Esthonians.

The British fleet yesterday ,con-

tinueed its bombardment of all the is.
lands between the Finnish coast and
Krasnaia Gorka,. encouraged by Gen.
Yudenitch’s improved position.
The town of Krasnaia Gorka, the
strong Bolsaevik position in the
Gulf of Finland, just to the west of
the istand on which the fortress of
Kronstadt stands, has capitulated to
tha forces of Genaral Yudenitch, ac-
cording to despatches reccived from
Reval.

Considerable outpost fighting is in
progress along fthe. Finnish border.
The Finns, according to reports, are
refusing to take prisoners, wiping out
yestenday a . reconnoitering -party of

Ropcha Recaptured.

256 miles soutawest of Petrograd. Four
huhdred prisoners, according to the
statement, were taken. .
