Detroit, Nev. 27.—From 100 to 150 persons were killed
or injured to-night in the most disastrous rairoad wreck

in the history of Michigan railroads.

Two heavily-loaded passenger trains on the Wabash
Railroad collided head-on at full speed one mile east of
Seneca, the second station west of Adrian.

The west-bound train of two cars,

ROSS GOVERNMENT PLEDGED TO PROHIBITION
IN EYES OF ALLIANCE SECRETARY SPENCE

He Has No Idea That Any Attempt Will be Made to Deny That They are So Bound by Promise
’ —What the Famous Pledge is. How it Was Made and Reiterated.

The secretary of the Dominion Allllance
for the total suppression of the liguor
traffic was seen by a Tepresentative of
The World yesterday regarding the pledge
of the government to the prohibitionists
end the attitude of The Globe.

Mr. Spence was asked the question: “In
view of the decision in the Manitoba case,
and sccepting the statement that the juris-
diction of this law lies with the provinciai
fegiclatures, bas the "Hoss government |
pledged itself in any respect to a pronibi-

torv measure?

“] Lave no idea that any attempt Wil |
be made,” said~Mr. Spence, ‘‘to deny that
they afe so pledged, and I bave no idea
that any has been made.”

“When and where do you claim that this
pledge was made, and what were the
words of the pledge?”’

That Famous Pledge.

In reply to the request for these partl-

culars the Alliance secretary sald:

The definite, often-quoted, promise of
prohibitory legislation for Ontario Wwas
made by Hon. Sir Oliver Mowat on Feb.
6, 1804. It was In the following terms:

“If the decision of the Privy Coun-
cil should be that the Provinee has
the jurisdiction to pass a prohibi-
(dry liquor law as respects the sale
of intoxicating liquor, T will intro-
dace such a bill in the following
session, if 1 am then at the head of
the government.

“If the decision of the Privy Coun-
cf§_is that the Province has juris-
diction to pass only a partial pro-
hibitory liguor law, I will introdace
such a prohibitory bill as the de-
cision will warrant, unless the par-
tial prohibitory power is so limited
as to be ineffective from a temper-
ance standpoint.”

Circumstances of Case,

At the time of the giving of this promise,
#t was expected that the question of pro-
vincial jurisdiction would be settled DY
the answers to certain questions that had
been submitted by the Dominion govern-
ment to the Supreme Court of Canada
and the Judicial Committee of the Privy
Council, the first of these questions being
in the following form: ‘‘Has a provincial
legislature jurisdiction to proibit the sale
within the provinee of spirituous, fermeni-
od ar ‘her iptwsheating lcucrs?”

No. 7 of the submitted questions was as
to the constitutionality of provincial local
option legislation, which was upheld by
the Privy Counecil in a fengthy argument.
No direct reply was given to the first ques.
tion, the answer tleereto being simply the
following statcinent:

“Answers to questions 1 and 2: Their
Iordships think It sufficient to refer to
the opinions expressed by them in dispos-
ing of the 7th question.”

The Ontario government held that the
opinions thus referred to did@ not definitely

London, Nov. 28.—The Marquiz of Lans-
downe, Secretary of State for Foreign Af-
fairs, speaking at Darlingtom last night,
referred to the extraordinary keenness of
the competition for the world’s markets
as affording the groatest precaution in
questions of foreign policy.

Referring to the negotiations with the
United States, Lord Lansdowme said: “We
desire to maintain the most cordial rela-
tions with the United States,” and he said

he was sure that the recent expressions
of Secretary of State Hay and Joseph H.
Choate, United States Ambassador to Great
Britain, at the annupal banquet of the
Chamber of Commerce in New York, were
reciprocated on this side of the water.
~Like our brothers across the ocean,
said Lord Lansdowne, ‘“‘we regard the dis-
tinguished man who has succeeded to the
Presidency of the United Stales with the
friendliest dispowition.”

With reference to the Isthmian Canal
negotiations, the Secretary of State for
Toreign Affairs expressed himself as hap-
py to be able to say a new chapter had
been opened. Both governments were
at this moment engaged in fresh
negotiations, concerning which he
cou.lg only say the omens seemed
propitious.

“Thruout the negotiations,” continued
the speaker, “the question has beem dis-
cussed from both sides in no narrow on
cne-sided spirit, but with a genuine desire
on our part that this great enterprise
should be conducted to a successful emd;
that the principle of the neutrality of, the
canal, for which we have contended,should
be maintained; that the eanal should be
open and free to the comimerce of the
whole world, and that these objects should
be achieved under conditions honorable
and convenient to both sides alfke.”

Anne de
Beaupre of Quebec, Canada, issued this
command, Sister Mary Aldegonda, who has
been unable to walk without the aid of
crutches for 13 vears, laid them before the
shrine, and, placing her crippled foot on
the floor, walked with a firm tread from
the chapel. Such is the remarkabl& story
told by the Sisters at the Convent of

Mercy, this city.

About five weeks ago, Sister Aldegonda
spoke of her case to the Mother Superior
of the convent. Her friends had heard of
the shrine at the Chapel of Ste. Anne de
Beaupre, in Quebec, Canada. With three
companions, she went to the chapel; After
six days of praying, Father Therieleir
asked her if she thought she would be
able to walk without the aid of her
crutches. She repiled that she might be
able to throw aside one of them. ‘No,”
said Father Therieleir, “you can now walk
without using either of them.” She then
placed the crutches at the foot of the
shrine, and walked away.

Kitchener Reports the “Bag” of 36
of Buys’ Commando, Who Es-
caped Recently.

London, Nov. 27.—Lord Kitchener, in a
despatch from Pretoria, dated to-day, re-
ports that Gen. Knox has captured 36
members of Buys' commando who escaped
after the recent fight, The prisoners in-
clude Commandant Joubert, who is wound-
ed.
A despatch received in London, Nov. 22,
from Lord Kitchener, dated Pretoria, Nov.
21, said that Commandant Buys had been
feaptured, after attacking a patrol near
Villiersdorp.

Later despatches from South Africa in-
dicated that the fighting near Villiersdorp
was a serious affair, the British losses in-
cluding Major Fisher killed and three offi-
cers wounded.

Compensation Not General.

A despatch from Durban says: The Out-

lander Committee has issued a report.of

its interview with Lord Milner, Governon
of the Transvaal amd British High Com-
missioner in South Africa. This report
asserts that in the interview Lord Milner
said that compensation to British subjects
on a general scale would be impossible;
that the amount required would be so
encrmous that the idea could not be enter-
tained.

With regard to the war debt, the report
says Loird Miluner expresses his belief that
the British government would not lay a
heavy burden on the Transvaal.

WILL ADOPT THE ZONE SYSIEM.

State Rallways of Sweden Respond
to Appeals of Waorking Classes.
Stockholm, Nov. 27.—The Swedish gov-

ernment has adopted the ‘zone” system
of fare on the State railways. The change
has been made at the suggestion of a royal
commission in the hope that the greatty
reduced fares will increase the volume of
travel.

This system is now in force in Hungary,
where comparatively long trips can be
made within certain radial districts from
the capital for two-thirds less expense than
formerly.
