Dies Forgotten in Missouri,

Kansas City, Mo., May 30.—A discov-
eéry was made yesterday that a hitner-
1o unidentitied body buriea in the Pot-
ter's neid here alter a aissecting ‘su-
ciety had rejected i1t was that ot Wwalter
nawkins, wno aiea here Apri 2v lastc,
He formegy lived in Boston, but came
here last deptember to accept a posi-
tion. His prospective empioyer was
then very 1l and died in a month,
Hawkins became penniless.

He was an Englsh gentleman,
brother-in-law of Lieut.-Gen. William
Penn Symons, who was Kkilled in the
Boer war.

His father was a clergyman, a near
relative of Dr. Caesar Hawkins, late
surgeon-general to Queen Victoria.
Lady Symons died recently, and at the
time of Hawkins' death a letter was
on fits way here from Mrs. Hawkins,
who is now visiting in England, telling
him that he was heir to part of the
Symons estate.

Hawkins died in abject poverty, but
left in the hands of his landlord, who
had been caring for him out of charity,
an interesting collection of trophies,
presentation pieces and an address
from the City of Birmingham. Hawkins
came to the United States in 1804, He
had been in youth an apprentice to a
great coffee planter of Ceylon. His
father, tho a clergyman, was the head
of the Londoxn firm of Hawkins, Limit-

He and his father became at odds
over his apprenticeship, and the son
entered the British army -as a lieuten-
ant in the Warwickshire Volunteer
Rifle Regiment. In this regiment he
rose to the rank of major. After his
marriage he sailed for the United
States, went to Boston and at first en-
gaged in the shoe furnishing business.

Hawkins was later an agent for a
Birmingham wine house. He did not
succeed financially in his business ven-
tures. His father’s estate was settled
in 1899, and from this he obtained about
$7500, which he had spent by Septein-
ber., 1902. |

He managed to eke out a living. Last
fall he decided to go west, while his
wife visited her relatives. in England.
Their household furniture was sold. ke
came here, but_failed te obtain satis-
factory work, and became ill and di2d
in the city hospital. No one was able
to tell who he was, and his body was
finally interred in the Potter’s field.
A letter from his wife, turned over to
his former landlord, solved the mys-
tery. This same letter told him of the
death of the widow of General Symons
and his bright financial prospects.l
Word is now awaited from Mrs, Hawk-
ins regarding the dispcsition of the
body .and the effects.

PUBLIC AMUSEMENTS.

“Twelfth Night,”” at “What You Wil,"”
possibly the ‘most harmonious and gracefil
of Shakespeare's cemedies, was in all like-

the year 1601. In the diary Lept by Yohn
Manningham of the Middle Temple, under
date Februvary 2, 1602, occurs this entry:
““At our frast we had a play called Twelyv>
Night, or What You = Will, much like ths
Commedy of Errores, or Menechmi in
Plautus, but most like and ncere to that
in Italian called Inganni. A good practis»
in it to make the steward beleeve his
lady widdowe was in love with him,” ete.
That the play could not have been writ-
ten earlier than 1601 is evident from the
fact that the song "‘Farewell dear heart,
’sim'c I must needs be gone,” sung by Sir
Toby and tke (lown, first appeared in
a Sing Book (The Booke of Ayres) pub-
lished in London during that year.
Shakespeare 'found- his ma‘orial for
Twelfth Night in. a nov: o' Ba delos
translated in Becleforest's Histoires Trag-
iques and In a translation of Cinthio's
Hecatomithi, made by Barnabe Rich and
published in 1581. But all the comie¢ action,
published in 1581. S8ir Toby Belch, Sir An-
drew Aguccheck ard Foste, the clown.‘
are the dramatist 'lown creation. Among
the collection of Italian plays which bore
the title. of GI'Inganni there is one ty
Curzio Golizagn published in Venice in
1502, in which a sister dresses herself in
her brother's clothes and calls herself
Cesare—Cesarriv in Twelfth Night—and
from another character mentioned ns Male-
velll. Shakespcare may have deriver the
name Malvolio.
From its first presentation Twelfth Night
was extraordinarily popnlar. Leonard
Digge In the lines “Upon Master William
Shakespeare,” written In 1640, montions
only three characters of the comedies, two
from Mvch Ado About Nething, and Mal-
volio. He says:
“Let but Beatrice and Benedicke bo
seene, loe in a trice the cockpit, galleries,
boxes, all are full to hear Malvoglio, that
crosse-garter'd gull.”
When Twelfth Night was ecomposed
Shakespeare wos in catly middie 1o,
To these who love to trace his psvcholo-
gical development in the sequence of his
plays, this charming comedy represents
that perfod in his career when his joy of
lite has culminated and is about to pass
over into melanchelv, soom to be followed
by that moral and spiritnal npheaval
which = inspired his . groat tragediés
by teaching- him what lav concealed in the
Adeepest recesses of the human soyl. Twelfth
Night does not bubble over with riotouns
mirth. and langhter, as do his earllr
comedlies.” There iz less of the spontaneouvs
flow -of .gniety. that serings from -the over-
flow of light nnd ecareless hearts seoking
no other object thrn the enjoyment of tho
Tt is pervaded
by a pensive tenderness and melanchoelv.
No one note rises nbove the others. Al
are subdued, yet melndions fn the high~st
degree. It is like the presentment of a
landscane stoeped  in the rslowing yet
richly blended hues of eventide. when all
“common sichts appear sprarelled in eeles-
tial light, the glorv sand the freshnosg of
a dream’ and yet “taking n sober ecoloring
from ouf eve. that hath kep! watch o’er
man's mortality.”
In this comely, too, are many rroofs
of Shakespcare’s love of music and his
knowledgze of the iart. In his dav “the
English were what thev have never be~n
gince. a mungical neople.” Spinets, tho
favorite instrrm»snt of the time. stood in
the Dbarbers’ shope. for the use of custo-
merg walting their turn. Tn his sonnet
exxviil., addressed to the lady he cares-
singly ealls “mv music.,” Shakespeare has
Aeseribed himself as standing heside his
lady’'s spinet and envying the kevrs whirh
could kiss her fingers.”
