In the real grape-growing country of 
Southern France the products of the 
countless vineyards really 
perity or starvation for the peasants, ana 
as a result every possible feature of grape 
cultivation is studied with constant care. 
Frost and consequent destruction of tne 
young vines in the early spring is the one 
thing against which every precaution is 
taken. In fact, this is the most destruc­
tive factor which the French vinegrower 
must guard ’against. Only the two or 
three diseases which attack the plants 
are equally as dreaded as frosts.

It is absolutely necessary for the grape­
vines to be started as early as possible. 
Early start on the vines means a much 
better price, as it brings the wine into 
the market before any possibility of over­
production can crowd prices down. Uni­
ted States Consul Murphy, of Bordeaux, 
is right in the heart of the great vine­
yard and wine-producing section of_trance 
He has studied the prominent features 
of the most advanced vmc cultivation 
thoroughly. The most interesting thing 
he has reported to the United States gov­
ernment is the invention of artificial 
clouds with which to protect the young 
vines not only from frost at night, but 
even more from the early rays of the 
sun which, coming out strong on clear 
mornings following frosty nights early in 
April have time and again killed thous­
ands of dollars’ worth of grapevines.

The process is said to be the invention 
of Edouard Lestout, of Bordeaux. The 
scheme consists of filling small wooden 
boxes opened at the tpp with an inflam­
mable composition, which is made up of
