For- many years England has cherished
e belief that she is possessed of the
atest long-distance runners in the
warld, and there has been good reason
for] the belief. But this year Italy has
e to the front as a rival for distance
ing honors, and it may not be lomg
re the Italians lead the world at this
branch of sport. Dorando sprang a sur-
prise by his great showing in the Olym-
pig Marathon, and his defeat of Hayes
recently in New York, but the greatest
exhibition of running yet uncovered was
that given by a 12-year-old boy named
Joseph Rubini, at a recent cross-country
race near Terame, Italy.
: race. was at a distance of about
twenty-five kilometers, or fifteen miles,
was held under the auspices of the iour-
ing Club of Italy, and all of the best
runners in the section competed. ‘

Rubini’s time for the race was officially
‘given as one hour, twenty-one minutes,
and thirty-six seconds, which is remark-
ably fast for the distance, and is only
one minute, 322-5 seconds slower than
the world’s record, made by Sid Thomas
at Horne Hill, in England, on October
22, 1892.

Reports of the race received say that
“much of the course over which the race
was run included rough streets and steep
hills, and at these places little Gluseppe
Rubini was enthusiastically cheered by
the spectators, who lined the course.”

And well he might be cheered. When
Rubini gets a little older he will prob-
ably make the greatest runners of other
nations look: well to their laurels.

Besides' being' a great runmer, this man
Dorando Pietri is remarkable in that he
was the first athlete on record whose first
name is world famous, while his surname
1if a comparative stranger to even a great
many of those who saw the dramatie ch-
max to the Olympia Marathon - which-
made him famous. Generaly it is just
the other way.

NFW BRUNSWICK’S ATTRACTIONS

New Brunswick is one of the Canadian
provinces most nearly situsted to Great
Britain which still offers a fleld for vast
agricultural expansion. It is a country
of magnificent forests and noble rivers.
Although settled long ago and boasting
cities and towns of importance, two-fifths
of its area still belongs to the Crown.

isbandry. In spite of the desultory
ethods of farming hitherto pursued, due
> the temptation to indulge in the
peculative occupation of lumbering,
ractical evidence of profitable farming

s to be seen everywhere; and in those
arts of the province where economic

*hods are understood and applied, re-

» have ‘been obtained 'which confirm
he favorable estimates of experts from
broad with regard to the agricultural
wdvantages of New Brunswick.

The verdict of these experts, after ex-
ymination of the soils in different parts
¥ the province, after consideration of
ts climate, yits absolute freedom from
irought, its wealth of rivers and streams,
ts nearness: to markets, and facilities
or exporting, is that all conditions es-
ential to the successful prosecution of

the most approved type of farming aré
conjoined in New Brunswick.

Immense areas for sheep runs, upon
which thé best mutton in America is fed
with grasses which preserve their suc-
culence longer than in'any other part of
Kastern Canada; a liberal yield' of all
grains ‘and roots, and, especially in the
river valleys and in the lowlands of the
coast, phenomenal crops of hay—these
natural advantages make New Brunswick
an ideal country, as it has been over and
over again described, for cattle, sheep,
and all live stock. All the grains, fruite
and vegetables which countries in thé
same latitude in America - produce are
grown in New Brunswick. ‘

Besides the essential requirements of a
fertile soil and healthful climate, farmers
there have the assistance of industrious
and able experts, working under Govern-
ment direction.

The Federal Government of Canada and
the Governments of the several provinces
are strenuous in their efforts to increase
the margin of profit in agricultural opera-
tions throughout the Dominion, and this
is nowhere more noteworthy than .in New
Brunswick, where the ‘Commissioner for
Agricultural and his permanent officials
are most assiduous. The particular aim
of the New Brunswick Government at
this moment is the increase in the effici-
ency of the dairy herds, and the presence
of herds averaging 5,000 1b. of milk per
annum to each member, and of single
animals which have passed the - ten-thou-
sand mark, indicate the gradual accom-
plishment of this purpose. s .

a farm out of the hardwood: forest; where
he will be taxed only for educating his
children; and his only tithes will be volun-
tary ones where the rivers swarm with
fish, and the forests are alive with deer
and grouse; and where he may fish and
hunt at his pleasure, but no one may
ride over his land without his consent.

Thére has been no more remarkable
change in the building of boats than that
which has resulted in the substitution of
.steel for wood. This is not only the case
with men-o’-war, as-it applies to the small-
est boats, it would seem that the use of
wood is doomed,’ even in the case of canal
barges.

Vessels of as much as 12,000 tons dead-
weight-are built of  steel falone, the whole
ship, in popular language, being but a
shell of steel—a vast, hold.

tense heat is generated that the steel be-
comes incandescent and partly votalizes,
dense vapors arising in elouds. The bril-
liancy of the melted steel is so great as
to ‘cause physical pain, and it is necessary
to. make special provision for the eyesight.

MEN ARE PROTECTED

By the apparatus in use, the men are
protected against the vapors and the|
blinding glare from the molten metal. They |
look at their ‘work through a piece of in-|
tensely ted glass, which is so demse that it
is practically opaque to daylight. The
glass is fixed in a frame surrounded by a
protecting shield of metal, which save the
man both from the heat as well as from
the asphyxiating vapors.

As soon as the process is completed, the
bright, red metal is rapidly hammered, in
order té make it homogenerous and tough.
When the large plate has been produced
in this way it is then placed in an ex-
tremely powerful hydraulic press provided
with dies. It is firmly fastened in position
on’the top of a matrix which is fitted to
the’ moving platform of the press. The
ram being put into motion, the steel is
rapidly shaped to the form of a half boat.

The dies are composed of a number of
pieces which enable any kind of die to
be fitted to the press. In certain cases,
