The above statement was made tod'aly
by Mr. H. C. Cox, president of the Life
Underwriters  Association and branch
manager of the Canada Life. Association,
\during an expression of opiuion upon the
‘mew insurance bill as laid upop the table
of the house of commons yesterday by
fHon. Mr. Fielding. He had already re-
ceived a copy of the bill.

“I think that, on the whole, the com-
panies will be pretty well sa_ttlsﬁed with
the bill,” eaid Mr. Cox. “It is much less
d}‘astic than was suggested by the Royal
‘(omipission, and in time no doubt the
pointe on which modification may yfstxll
weem advisable will receive attention.

GREATER PUBLICITY.

“The bill aims at greater publicity, and
I think that is proper. We have to sub-
auit all eorts of details, and that can only
inspire a greater degree of_ pubhc confi-
—dence in the companies. This is a feature
of the English system which we will do
very well to copy. I
The bill provides that the dividens must
be paid triennially to po,hcyh.oldcrs. The
companies are DOW doing this every five
years, or under the referred payme‘nt ‘plan,
every fifteen or twenty years. So i'au- as
‘p hasty perusal of the bill permits, i)
Jgather that this new proposition means a
change in system which will not be very
difficult, and that any business iesued un-
der the old system will stand. We have,
