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Every one desirous of being registered as a Matriculated Medical
Student in the Register of this College, except as hereinafter provided,
must present to the Registrar the official certificate of having passed the
High School Intermediate Examination, with Latin included, whereupon
he shall be entitled to be so registered upon the payment of twenty
dollars, and giving proof of his identity.

Evidence of having passed a Matriculation Examination in any of
the recognized Medical Institutions of Canada prior to July, 1870, will
exempt from Matriculating before the Examiners of the Council, upon
payment of ten dollars.

Graduates in Arts, or Students having Matriculated in Arts in any
University in Her Majesty’s dominions, are not required to pass the
Matriculation Examination, but may register their names with the
Registrar of the College, upon giving satisfactory evidence of their
qualifications, and paying the Matriculation fee of ten dollars.

Every Medical Student after Matriculating shall be registered in the
manner prescribed by the Council, and this shall be held to be the be-
ginning of his medical studies, which shall date from such registration.

MEDICAL CURRICULUM.

Every student, after his Matriculation has been registered, must
spend a period of FOUR YEARS in actual professional study except as
hereinafter provided.

Graduates in Arts of any College or University recognized by the
Council, will only be required to pass three years after graduating, in
attendance upon Medical Lectures, before being admitted to their final
examination.

EVERY STUDENT WHO HAS NOT ATTENDED ANY RECOGNIZED MEDI-
CAL SCHOOL PRIOR TO JUNE, 1880, SHALL BE REQUIRED TO ATTEND
MEDICAL LECTURES FOR AT LEAST FOUR SESSIONS OF SIX MONTHS
EACH.

Each “Six Months’ Course ” shall consist of not less than one hun-
dred Lectures.

Every Student must attend the undermentioned Courses of Lectures
in a University, College or School of Medicine approved of by the
Council, viz. :
