'German Influence in Russia,

M. Khvostoff represents the ancient
and holy city of Moscow in the Duma.
Previously he was governor of Nijnl
ﬁovgorod, in which position he became

ing and finance. He was by no means
an obscure man when he rose in his place
in the Duma some threé months ago and
delivered what was one of the most mov.
ing addresses ever heard by that body.
He called the attention of the members
to the fact that the control of the Na-
tional 3ank of Siberia was held by. the
Peutscfie Bank of Berlin, and that more
than half the shares in the immense
Putiloff works, which before the war
