Washington, July 8—A submerged 
bureau of intelligence for submarines, 
that is the latest war yam. It may be 
true or it may not be. The particular 
necessity which appears to make wire­
less ineffective in slipping news secretly 
to submarines is that a wireless plant 
cannot be concealed. But a submerged 
wire is different. That is how the sub­
merged intelligence bureau is operated, 
according to a story that Washington 
heard today.

Under the guise of digging a sewer, a 
German spy in an English coast town 
runs a Ridden cable underground to the 
ocean front. Thence the cable is paid 
out on the bottom, preferably shallow of 
course.

The cable is run to a point five or six 
miles from shore and is tied to a buoy 
or a group of floating logs. A German 
submarine approaches, hooks on to the 
cable and communicates with the Ger- 

spy on shore. If many persons be­
lieve this story, it follows that any man 
digging a trench in an English coast 
town will take his life in his hands.

Tolmino, the key to the Isonzo Valley, 
has been considered by the Italians as 
indispensable ià their operations in "that 
district. It is protected "by strong na­
tural and artificial defenses and it is 
said to have been garrisoned by 80,000 
Austrians.

Udine, July 8—Large numbers of re­
fugees from the Isonzo district have 
flocked to Trieste and Gorina. Trains 
bearing Austrian wounded are said to 
pass through those places several times 
a day.

Rome, July 8—Commenting upon the 
reported movement of Greek bands to­
wards Herat, Albania, which is a part 
of the Hinterland of Aylona, the Glor- 
nale D’Italie says:—

“Italy cannot tolerate such a patent 
violation of the conference of London 
in a part of Albania directly affecting 
Italian interests. Either an official or 
unofficial advance in that direction aa- 

fnam an Italian point of view, 
greater gravity that the Serbian end 
Montenegrin occupations of Elbessan, 
Tirana and Scutari.”

The Italians occupied the rocky and 
uninhabited Isle of Sasseno, commanding 
the entrance to the Gulf of Avlona, on 
October 80, 1914, and the environs of 
Avions itself on December 25, 1914, af­
ter Prince William of Weid and nearly 
all members of the international commis­
sion had left Albania, which fell Into a 
state of anarchy. Avlona is thirty-three 
miles southeast of Berat.

:Paris, June 14—(Correspondence)—It 
is estimated, according to the latest fig­
ures, that 18 percent of the men hit since 
the inauguration of the war of trenches 

-are wounded in the head. Doctors Dentu 
and Deuraigne recommend the use of 
mettalic skull-caps as a protection.

Of fifty-five soldiers wounded in the 
head and treated by Doctor Deuraigne, 

, fortj-two had no such protection and 
! twenty-three of these suffered from frac- 
i tures and nineteen from scalp wounds. 
The remaining thirteen were provided 
with metal skull-caps and five of these 
were only slightly wounded. Doctor Deu­
raigne declares that officers and sur­
geons are' favorable to this protection, 
and if the soldiers are hostile it is be­
cause only two or three sizes are made 
and in most cases they fit badly.
