Prominent Visitor Thinks
Canadians Suffer From
Inferiority Complex

A strongly optimistic tone pervaded
gn interview given this morning by A.

| Gordon Ramsay, of Toronto, general
; -superintendent of the Canada Life In-
| surance Company; who is in the city
. attending a convention of the New

Brunswick agents of that company.
Mr. Ramsay expressed himself as
wery sympathetic to the aims of the
Maritime Provinces, as he was born in
Halifax and said that central and
western Canada had an entirely new
conception of the problems down here,
The West had

said, but had never understood the
viewpoint of the East. He also com-
mended the efforts made to enlighten
the West as to conditions here, and
said it was being done very efficiently
but should be kept up. The People in
other parts of Canada were 'thinking
of the Maritime Provinces more now
than ever before and this subject should
be kept before them in a friendly way.

CHANGE IN THOUGHT.

As a result of the change in thought,
‘Mr. Ramsay and a party of eight oth-
ers are sailing from Saint John on the
steamer Montclair on April 16. If
they had not been-awakened to the use
of Canadian ports they would have
sailed via New York, as in previous
years. Not one of the party would
have thought of sailing from Saint
John.,

Speaking of Canada as a whole, Mr.
Ramsay said some Canadians suffered
from an inferiority complex, and
thought it natural for United States
companies to do a big business in Can-

. ada, but not for Canadians to do busi-

ness in the United States. To show

. what conld be done, his company, out

of a total business of $125,000,000 last
year did a business of $64,000,000 in: the
United States. The company now has
$216,000,000 of insurance in force in
the United Btates, and receives an in-
come from that company of $11,000,-
000 annually. 2 dy

J. P. Morgan once said that the man
who was a “bear” on the United States
would go broke. Mr. Ramsay said that
the man who today was a “bear” on
Canada would go broke. He said there
couldn’t be found a man.in the United
States who wasn’t_a “bull” on Can-
ada, but one could %ind far to6 many
$bears” right here in Canada.

FAITH IN CANADA

To show the faith United States in-
Aetests had in Canada one company
alone, the Aluminum Company of
America, was spending $30,000,000 in
development of power on the Saginaw
River and would employ about 4,000
men. If this company had confidence
in Canada, asked Mr. Ramsay, why
shouldn’t Canadians.

There was altogether too much pesi-
mistic talk in Canada, said Mr. Ram-
say, when there was unmistakable evi-
dence that Canada was doing pretty
- well. Getting down to facts and figures,
he said that in 1921 the trade balance
in favor of Canada was $28,000,000,
while last year the balance had in-
creased to $269,000,000. He also quoted
the price of various bank and industrial
stocks, showing they had considerably
appreciated in value. Another indica-
tion of prosperity was that in spite of
the high price of automobiles in Can-
_ada they had increased from 465,000 in
1921 to 702,000 last year. These cars
cost money and people were buying and
using them. Every ten minutes of every
working day in the year a carload of
newsprint was exported from Canada
and the money for it came into the
‘country, while a few years ago there
was no export of newsprint. In 1924
the United States paid us $90,000,000
for newsprint paper, to say nothing of
pulp, pulpwood, etec.

The pulp and paper industry, Mr.
Ramsay declared, would soon make the
lumber industry look sick.

. WESTERN CROPS

The $100,000,000 increase in the value
of western crops also was referred to
by Mr. Ramsay as an indication of pros-
perity, Getting nearer home, he drew
attention to the fact that the Atlantic
Sugar Refinery exported more sugar last
year than all the other Canadian refin-
eries ever exported in any one year be-
fore. The Grand Falls development
meant a large expenditure, the benefit
of which would be felt as well as the
proposed large expenditure of the
Bathurst Company,

HON. B. F. SMITH T0
RESUME DEBATE

Will Make Bow in Legislature
After Absence of Many
Years.

FREDERICTON, N. B., March 17—
Hon. B. Frank Smith, Minister of Pub-
lic Works in New Brunswick’s last)
Conservative government, and an active
figure in provincial and federal politics
for twenty years, makes his bow in the]
provincial legislature again this after-
noon after an absence of some years,
when he speaks in the debate on the
address in reply to the speech from
the throne.

Moving the adjournment of the de-
bate last evening, shortly after six
o'clock, at the conclusion of the re-
marks of Hon. J. E. Michaud, member
of the late government, Hon. Mr. Smith
thus became the first speaker this af-
ternoon.

Hon. A. A. Dysart; speaker of the
last legislature, is expected to follow
the member for Carleton County, and
it was said at noon today that J. A.
Doucet, menber for ‘Gloucegter, would
be the only other .opposition speaker
participating in the debate on the ad-

dreess.
NIGHT SESSION

A night session this evening will
therefore clear the way for Premier
Paxter tc make kis first speech as lead-
er of the government tomorrow after-
noon and to wind up the debate on the
address. While it had been rumored
some days ago that the opposition
might cause the first division in the
new house by introducing an amend-
ment to the address, it was said to-
day that if there had been any such
plan, it has now been abandoned, and
adoption of the address will pass with-
out a vote being called.

‘While the House did mnot .sit:last
night, because of it being St. Patrick’s
Day, the cabinet sat until a late hour
considering legislative program, esti-
mates and other sessional business.
