“On Feb. 7, when the negotiations
were resumed,” continues Czernin, “Von
Kuehlmann (then German secretary for
foreign affairs), accepted Austrian
mediation, but Trotzky stood out for
territorial concessions and no indepen-
dent peace with Ukraine.” All these
negotiations failed because Von Kuehl-
mann was compelled by German gen-
eral headquarters to act quickly.

Count Czernin described the negotia-
tions leading up to the tfeaty of Buch-
arest, in which he says Hungarian op-
position to peace by compromise dom-
inated because of conflicting claims be-
tween Germany and Hungary.

“Hungary wanted the frontiers so al-
tered that a repetition of the invasion
of 1916 would be prevented,” Count
Czernin says. “This meant the ceding
to Hungary of Roumania’s valuable oil
districts, which was not welcomed by
the German military party, with its
greed in economic matters. Germany’s
plan was to secure economic privileges
which would amount to an indemnity.
The plan was to force Roumania to cede
to Germany her oil lands, railways,ports
and state domains and swobmit to per-
manent financial control. “An undertak-
ing was eventually reached as to Bul-
garia’s demand for the province ‘of Do-1
brudja, which would shut off access by
Roumania to the port of Constanza.

DOCTORS DISAGREE
ON TREATMENT OF

“We cannot.expect to draw up a defi-
nite programme for contbatting influenza
epidemics when we see so wide a diver-
gence of opinion-ameng - medical authori-
ties as has been shown here.”
