Central News Edward Lee. son of T. Carleton Lee, 

of W. H. Thorne & Co., Ltd, aged 
seventeen, a naval cadet home on fur­
lough, was drowned by the overturning 
of a small sailboat during a squall in 
the Kennebeccasis at Gondola Point 
about 10.80 this forenoon. The plucky 
lad struck out for shore, as he was able 
to swim, but rather rough water and a 
strong breeze retarded his progress to 
such an extent that he sank before help 
could reach him.

The accident was witnessed by two 
people only, his little brother, Willie 
Lee, and Mrs. Fenety of Fredericton, 
visiting at the point. They gave the 
alarm and in a few minutes James Mul- 
lett and Herman Saunders were on the 
scene, but the boy was under the wat­
er and all they could do was to tow 
his upturned craft into the wharf.

Cadet Lee had not acquainted any­
body of his intention of going out in 
the sailboat alone and it is assumed he 
felt quite safe in his knowledge of 
swimming and his training for nautical 
work. When his boat was reached, a 
point about 300 yards from the shore, it 
went over with a gust of wind.

Up to 1.30 this afternoon the 'body 
had not been recovered, although an in­
creasing number of volunteers were at 
work grappling.

The Lee family is prostrated by the 
fatality. “Ned” wag a favorite to the 
household and his manly choice of en­
tering the British navyj after a thorough 
cadet training, made him a more heroic 
figure even than a big brother usually 
Is. With his many friends old and 
young the lad was thoroughly 

■diked. He had been a student at the 
Naval School, Halifax, and also at

Paris, July 16.—Havas Agency.)— 
Alexander F. Kerensky, former premier 
of the Russian provisional government,

That a prisoner who was arrested on 
Saturday on a charge of drunkenness 
had been given his release by one who 
had no authority to do so, was a state­
ment made by Magistrate Ritchie in 
the police court this morning. When 
George A. Henderson, clerk of the police 
court, read from the sheet this morning 
he mentioned the name of a man who 

not present in court. The magis­
trate asked where he was and the clerk 
informed him that a note under the 
charge read that he had been released 
by order of Commissioner McLetian.

The magistrate said that he had been 
approached three times yesterday by a 
man desiring to get the prisoner released 
from jail and that he refused to grant 
the request. “After refusing the appeal 
three times I come here on Monday 
morning and find that he is gone. That 
is not right. The chief of police and I 
are the only two persons who can let out 
any prisoners, according to law. Some­
body has got to send $8 or $68 for the 
man.” Turning to one of the policemen 
he ordered him to notify the chief that 
$8 or $68 would have to be returned 
for him and handed to the city account.

The apparent purpose of the Germans 
attacking along the tine from Chateau 
Thierry east along the Marne, over the 
rolling hills to Rheims, and thence east­
ward to Massiges, was similar to that 
In the great attack along the Aisne late 
in May. They evidently hoped to find 
the Allies less well prepared in this sec­
tor than eleswhere. In spite of the re­
pulse of the Germans before Rheims 
early in June it may be that the Allied 
line eastward from Chateau Thierry 
had been more thinly held than that 
from Chateau Thierry north to the 
Aisne and thence through the Picardy 
sector to Ypres.

German assaulting troops thus might 
expect to encounter less violent resist­
ance in the sector east of Chateau 
Thierry, and the Germans possibly 
hoped for gains which even would com­
pel an allied retirement from the Ver­
dun and St. Miehiel sectors.

The north bank of the Marne is held 
by the Germans for a distance of some 
twenty miles east from Chateau Thier­
ry. A successful attack in the Rheims 
area might force the Allies back on the 
Marne still farther east and give the 
Germans command of the communica­
tion system by which the French and 
American troops at Verdun and St. 
Mihiel are supplied with food and mun-
