Baroness Marie Vetzera, who died with
Crown-prince ' Rudolf, at Meyerling, on
Jauuary 30, 1889, left no child born of her
infatuation for ‘thé 'only son of the Em-
peror and Empress of Austria. This is a
matter of such co I on and positive know-
ledge, to: everyody of any standing in
Viennese society, and in the Austrian offi-
cial world that:it.js -difficult to understand

how. any “woman can" ’have been accepted
on this side of: th
daughter of the ill-fated Crownprince, and
of Baroness Marie Vetzera.

Yet there 1s a person who, styling her-
self Alma Vetzera, married three - yéars
ago, George Osbome Hayne, who is now
. seeking to divorce her in the courts of the
State of New York, naming as co-respond-
ent Justin B, McDougald son of a wealthy
Cobalt mine owner, making' his home at
Montreal. The young fellow's father, ob-
jecting to his son’s infatuation, which he
regarded as crazy, had him commxtted for
a time to a sanitorium, near Montreal.

It would be interesting to learn whether
the woman described herself as Alma “Vet:
zera’” in the affifavits which she'present-
ed to the Canadian courts for the release
of ‘McDougald, in applying for the writ
of habeag corpus, and whether she ‘made
any mention of her alleged parentage, since
in that case she would render herself lia-
ble to a criminal prosecufion for perjury.

‘vorce her in the State of New York, to
make, quite suré that' she really awned the
name under which, she  married: hifn, and
 that the parentage which she gave in the
certificate, and in the marriage license, was
correct, smce if this were nof so, the un-
ion wou]d 1 believe, be ' invalidated by
fraud.

.Atilength the boycott Yo which "King
I’etel §1as been subjected by the foreign
courts, since his’accession to the blood-
stamed throne of ‘Servia, séems to be ‘dfaw-
ing to a close. For Emperor Nicholas has
given his consent to the betrothal of ‘a
scion of the reigning house ‘of Russia, to
King- Peter's © only daughter, Princess
Heglen of Servia, who was brought up to
a great extent at St. Petersburg, by her
mother's sisters, the Grandduchesses Stana
and Militza of Russia.

By thus securing the honor of a matri-
anonial alliance with .the, sovereign house
of Russia, for his daughtér Princess Helen,

'King Peter has virtually assured the fu-

ture existence of his dynasty in Servia, and
.there will be less daagerfrom now on, of
'his overthrow, and of his being compelled
.fo resume the ‘thorny path of a pennilgss
exile. In.fact his throne will become in
this way placed just as much under phe
protection of the Czar, a8 that of King
Nicholas of Montenegro, who, had it not
been for Russia’s backing, would long ere
this have been absorbed by Austria, on ac-
count of the trouble which it has constant-
ly been giving to that power for the past
thirty:years. Princess Helen is twenty-
seven years of age, and since her father
‘became King of Servia, has divided her
time between Belgrade, where she did the
and Italy, where she
made her home for several months each
year, with her aunt, Queen Helen of Italy.
Indeed, it is at the royal Italian.castle of
Racconigi, in Piedmont, that the Princess's
official betrothal has taken place.

Princess Helen’s fiante’ is Prince John
Constantinovitch, eldest son of the Grand-
duke Constantine (onstantinovitch, who
has been frequently described in these let-
‘ters as the poet of the house of Romanoff,
as the translator of most of Shakespeare’s
works into Russian, and as President of
the Tmperial Academy of Sciences of Rus-
sia. Pringe John is just a year the junior
of his bride-to-be, -and 9s a stalwart young
subaltern of the regiment of Chévalier
Gardes de I'Imperatrice at St. Petersburg.
As he represents the fourth generation ‘of
descent from the throne, he does not enjoy
the title of Granfilduke, nor yet the predi-
vate of lmperial Highness, having to cou-
tent himself with that of mere *'Highness.”
Princess Helen is of the same faith as her
future husband, and they will makeya
handsome couple.

hrepresented in the male line entirely, by
the duchess’s nephew, Count Victor Al-
ten, captain of Prussian cavalry, and mar-
ried to a Swiss , woman of the name of
Catherine Lunge, of Zurich, by whom he
has a six-year-old boy. His title of count
bears the date of Carlton House, in Lon-
don ,and was bestowed by George IV,, of
Kngland, in his capacity as Regent of
Hanover, upon Charles Augustus von Al-
ten, general of the Hanoverian and of the
British army, for his services at the bat-
tle of Waterloo where he commanded the
Hanoverian contingent.

Count John Francis De Sahs whom most
