The Railroad Gazette calls attention to
a double locomotive for the Indian state
railways which is a novel departure from
the common practice. The designis really
& permanent double header; that is, it is
intended for use when the conditions are
such as to require the use of two locomo-
tives of the ordinary type, continually in

d This arra t removes the
necessity for two tenders, and renders
easier the transmission of signals from
one cab to another. There is nothing in
this arrangement to criticise; it is really
almost the only plan upon which loco-
motives of great capacity can be con-
structed with any approach to a mini-
mum of weight per running foot of
track. This general plan is notnew in
America, however. The well known
William Mason, of the Mason locomo-
tive works, of Taunton, Mass., con-
structed locomotives on thisgeneral plan
nfany years since; and recently the
South Side Rapid Transit company, of
Chi while investigating the possi-
bilities of extending the usefulness of the
proposed structure in years to come, de-
cided that the adoption of a locomotive
of a design similar to the one described
above would enable them to haul nearly
double the number of cars around the

) curves without increasing the
foad per running foot of the structure.—

GREAT OCEAN RACE.

THRE GIANT SHIPS ONLY SEVEN-
TEEN MINUTES APART.

Leaving Queenstown Together and
Rauning Side by Sids for Many
Miles.

New York Aug 17.—The great race is
over. The City of New York and the
Teutonic, ocean giants belonging to rival
lines, after & prolonged struggle are at
their piers. The City of New York won.
Never in the history of the merchant
marine was sucha race as this known.
It was arace 3,000 miles long between
marvelous specimens of the shipbuilder’s
art, during which, for many hours at a
stretch and on different days, the ships
were in sight of each other, with their
dacks thronged with passengers half
wild with excitement, while each ship
was driven to her utmost capacity, and
no one could tell whether this or that
would take the lead.

It was a bright morning a little over a

week ago, when three great ships came
to anchorin the Harhor “of Queenstown.
One was the Teutonic of the, White Star
line, fresh from the grand naval review,
and now for the first time to try her
speed with every fire alight and every-
thing adjusted for a great passage. The
next was the Inman line racer, the City
of New York. She, too, was out for what
was almost a maiden voyage, forshe had
been a month in the builder'’s hands for
such an overhauling and altering as ships
rarely get in so short a time. Last of all
was the comparatively venerable City, of
Rome, not at all in the swim with the
modern giants, but a mighty fine large
ship for all that.
At 10 o’clock on Thursday morning of
last week the City of Rome got her anch-
or,"and steamed away, leaving the racers
behind. TFor three hoursand a halflong-
er the other two ships lay at anchor. The
City of New York was waiting for pass-
engers, the Teutonic for belated mails.
Then on the City of New York the rattle
of the steam capstan told all hands that
she was getting her— anchor.
She swung around to her course and
very slowly steamed away for Roche’s
Point. She was bound for New York:
but shie wasn’t in any hurry just then.
What was the use in rushing off when
there was another ship going the same
way that just as likely as not would like
to have company ? Why not wait for
her and be sociable ?

But they didn’t have to wait very long.
The other fellow was going that way sure
enough, and somehow she seemed to be
in a burry. There was a huge roll of
smoke and an air of energy about her
movements that was disquieting to the
people on the City of New York. It be-
gan to look as if she hadn’t cared a cent
whether the City of New York waited for
her or not. On she came with a rush
that brought her up abeam to starhoard,
and the next minute, with her tiller to
starboard, she not only ploughed past the-
waiting City of New York, but sctually
crossed her bows under the very beauti-
ful Grecian nose on the rotund butlovely
female that there represents the Ameri-
can metropolis.

A spectator might have seen, too, that
the City of New York had no yards
crossed—she was in fighting trim aloft,so
to speak, From the moment that the big
Teutonic was seen to be under way the
throttle valve had been gradually opened,
so that while the Teutonic went past at a
rate that thrilled her own passengers,and
gent the hearts of the Inman folks down
like a chunk of lead, the big City of New
York was awakening up and preparing
to make things hum.

As the Teutonic steamed away every-
body crowded forward on the City of New
York.

A little later thg crowd  hegan to say
that she wasn’t leaving her at all,and
then a mighty whoop went up, for it
became apparent to all that they were
overhauling the Teutonic. There was a
roll of smoke and an air of energy about
the City of New York now, and it meant
business. With every dip of the bow
the City of New York was gaining, until
at last, when Fasinet light loomed to
starboard, the Teutonic was dropping
astern on the port beam, and everybody
went down to dinner and called for an-
other bottle, just to drink to the health
of Capt. Francis Land, who had promised
to fix ’em if folks would give him a little
more time. L

Thereafter the betting in the smoke
room settled down to the maki ‘of pools
on the time of the passage and the num-
ber of hours by which the City of New
York would beat the Teutonic, with now
and then a wager made at long odds by
some venturesome soul that the Teutonic
would actually beat the City of New
York. It held thus until the next day,
which was Friday. On that day the
strong westerly breeze had developed in-
to a strong westerly gale. There was a
huge sea a-rolling and clouds driving
overhead, and rain a-pouring down, and
keeping every one save the hardiest of
the passengers in the comfortahle cabins.

Thus d Friday and Saturday.
Sunday also passed, though somewhat
differently, and at last, after the ship
had safely crossed the region of icebergs,
Monday night arrived and with it a dis-
aster. That is, it seemed to the sporting
men to Lv a disaster. The ship had
slowed down in the fog and mist as all
ships must, but now she must slow down
because of heated journals. One engine
was stopped altogether, and the other
turned over so slowly that the big ship
made little more than half her full speed.
Still, not every one knew this, for it
happened at night. But on Tuesday
morning she was still loafing along,
and every one came ou deck
to find out about it. Some of them saw
the officers up on the bridge looking
away astern with considerable interest
and so the passengers began to look aft,
t0o. There, coming out of the mists of
the morning, was a great steamship
with only three slender masts aloft and
no yards crossed.

Immediately after the City of New
York had rounded the Southwest Spit the
Teutonic found herself abreast the Sand
Hook Lightship, and twenty minutes
later she dropped her anchor for the first
time on Sandy Hook bar. She had made
a grand passage, but the edge of the com-
fort of it was wholly destroyed. She had
been beaten out of sight in her maiden
voyage.

And yet when one considers the dis-
tances covered and the adverse circum-
stances, the race was remarkably close.
By the official statements of the agents
of the two lines the time of the City of
New York was 6 days, 14 hours and 20
minutes. That of the Teutonic 'was 6
days, 14 hours and 45 minutes.

Sleeping Occupnuts of 1he Building.
BY TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZRTTE.

New Yorg, Aug. 19—Early this morn-
ing a fire broke out in the kitchen of a
restaraunt on the ground floor of a five
story tenement at 307 Seventh Avenue.

Nine of the 60 odd occupants of the
house were burned to death, and itis &
great wonder that many more did- not
lose their lives.

The dead are, William Glennon 60
years burned to death, Nellie McGeoghan
20 years, smothered, Mary Wells aged 31
smothered, June Wells aged 4 smother-
ed, Thomas A. Wells aged 2 smothered
Bertha Lustig aged 40 burned to death,
William Mckee aged 47 burned to death,
Jane Jeffrey, 65 -smothered. An -un-
known woman 45 years old was
smothered. Two men were badly in-
ured. Thirteen families occupied the
building.

The fire originated in the rear of John
Snyder’s restaurant when all the
people in the house were sleeping
soundly. Just how it started isas yet
a mystery but as the cook is missing it
is presumed an accident occurred while
he was making the fire in the big range.

The awful speed with which the flames
swept up through the building suggest
use of kerosene by the cook. The door
leading from the kitchen to the hallway
was found open and through it a great
volume of fire rolled out into the pas-
sage way and swept up the stairways.

The fire was discovered by two police-
men who forced an entrance into the
building, whose inmates were sleeping
and unaware of their danger.
The officers rushed = through the
building and with their clubs rapped at
all the doors, rousing the inmates.

The fire escapes leading from the burn-
ing building to the tenant nextdoor were
soQn filled up with half
naked  people  forced ~out  of
their rooms by the heat and flames
and hardly realizingin their stupifiaction
what bad happened. Not one of those
who were saved escaped by the stairway,
while the names of the few who tried it
are found in the list of the dead.

The flames were extinguished easily
enough by the firemen but not before the
work of death had been completed.

The first body found was that of old
Wm. Glennon. His remains were dis-
covered by the bedside in his room on the
second floor. He had risen to fly with
his sons, but his limbs were not nimble
enough and he perist.ed. His boys were
taken to the hospital. They were badly
burned on the feet caused by .walking on
the hot iron bars of the fire escape.

In the room of the Wells family in the
middle of the floor knelt the mother
Mary Wells and in her embrace were her
children Jane and Thomas, and there was
not a burn or blister to deface their
countenances. The dead bodies were
loaded in ambulances and taken to the
station.

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FOREST FIRES IN MONTANA.

Reach Alarmivg Proportions—Theu

Herexa, Mont. August 19.—Forest fires
which have been raging all over Montana
for three weeks and destroyed hundreds
of thousands of dollars worth of lumber
have reached the most alarming pro-
portions.

On the ranges in Chonteau county which
heretofore have escapzd and on which
the cattle men were depending to keep
their stock this winter; thousands of head
of cattle are burning. :

In the Yellowstone country the fire
covers an area of 8 miles and is spread-
ing rapidly. The ranges in that section
also have been almost entirely des-
troyed. The entire territory is
covered with dense clouds of smoke
which the sun cannot penetrate.

Unless heavy rain comes there is no
hope that fires willbe, arrested until they
have burned themselves out.

Couriers report the utmost consterna-
tion prevailed at Georgetown and that &
large force of men is organized to go to
the rescue.
