ENDS HIS LIFE.

Man Cuts His Throat—Body Found 
■ Near C.P.R. Track West of 

Port Moody.

Vancouver, Nov. 4.—A man named 
Lee Cox, evidently insane, committed 
suicide near the C.P.R. tracks about 
a half mile west of Port Moody Thurs­
day i night. About 5 o’clock in the 
afternoon, Cox entered the waiting 
room at the C.P.R. station with a com­
panion. and drawing a razor from his 
pocket attempted to cut the throat of 
a. passenger. The passenger fought the 
man off and he was not injured. He 
laid no. complaint but boarded his train 
when it came to and went off.

Immediately after the assault, Cox 
left the station, and when last seen was 
walking alone down the track toward 
Vancouver, His companion left at the 
same time, but did not accompany Cox.

When the attack was made the sta­
tion agent telephoned the provincial 
police at New Westminster and Con­
stables Smith and Exley were sent to 
Port Moody to apprehend the man. 
They could find no trace of him, but 
continuing the search yesterday came 
upon his. body beside the track. The 
man’s throat was cut from ear to ear 
and the razor wa.s lying close by. Cap­
tain Plttendrigh, the coroner at New 
Westminster, was notified and ordered 
the body sent to the city.

Mr. Walmsley, proprietor of ’.he 
Tourist hotel at Port Moody, tells that 
Cox and his companion arrived at his 
hotel from Vancouver Wednesday 
evening. They spent the night in the 
hotel, and iyhen they came down yes­
terday morning Cox seemed to be in a 
very bad temper. Walmsley wished 
him good morning, but Cox turned on 
him In anger, expressing the opinion 
that the hotel man should not speak 
until he was spoken to.

HITCH OVER REFEREE.

California Rugby Teams Unable to 
Agree as to Official.

San Francisco, Cal., Nov. 4.—Rep­
resentatives of Stanford and the Uni­
versity of California rugby teams, 
which will meet at Stanford Novem­
ber, 11, ln their annual battle, failed 
yesterday to decide upon a referee 
for the contest. This was the third 
meeting for that purpose. Since tak­
ing up the English game it has been 
the practice of the two universities to 
select a British Columbian to referee 
the big game. This is the first time 
there has been any hitch in the pro­
ceedings.
