BOER PRISONERS WELL FED

They are Also on t;e Whole Plea-
santly Situated in Ceylon.

——

Of the nearly 20,000 Boers mage pris-
oners by the English 10,000 were trans-
ported . to St.. Helena and 5,000 were
sent to Diyatawala, in Ceylen.

Dr. P, W. Koller of Colombo, ¢
lon, describes the treatmant the
prosiners there are recelving at
hands of the" British,

The Boer camp, says Dr. Koller, js
situated amid tea plantations, at a
‘helght of 4,000 feet from the gea level,
two miles from Brandarawela. The
camp is surrounded by impassable
swamps, the only passage from the
camp to Brandarawela being a guard-
ed cart road.

HAllL \Isitors to the camp;” writes Dr.
Koller;. “must make known two days
in advdnce what business brings them
to the camp. But through the special
kindness and eoliftesy of the English
officer in' charge I obtained a pass and
a milllary guide,

*“Phe camp Heés in one df the prettiest
valleys one could imaginé, and reminds
one of a scene in the mountanous dis-
tricts ofCentral Europé. In the dist-
-ance glisten ‘the ano“y peaks of the
Ceylon mountains,

“Barbed ‘Aviré fences surround the
prison camp. -Among the fences stand
1,000 redcoats of the Lornv\all regiment
with loaded rifies.

WHLL WATCHED AND WFAI.;L FED.

"I _was, furnished a guide 4n kWaki
uniform after passing through the en-
trance to the camp. Nearipg the en-
trance is a telegraph station, connect-
ing with all railroad stations on the
island. The telegraph statiom has been
established in. order that the officers
in charge of ths prison camp may be
instantly advised of the gapture or
sighting of a runaway prisoner. A re-
ward of 108 rupees is offered the
capture of an escaping priso: The
prison camp guard barracks con-
structed of sheet iron. The bu dings
are well ventilated and .,¢lean,  and
fresh rations and firewood are brought
daily to the camp.

“The rations consist of preserves and
condensed milk, unlimited quantities
of fresh white bread of the best qual-
ity, and frozen meat from Australia,
which is brought from the-artificial ice
plant at Colombo.

“The Boers. are most of- the time in
the open, and sleep on.the ground in
thick blankets, the nights being chilly.
For the Boer officers’ there are tents,
and Generals Roux and Olivier have
neat cottages. The prisoners occupy
their time cooking their meals, split-
ting wood.and whittling,«sawing and
hammering wooden utensils, furniture
and varions kinds of cnrpeutert ng work
into shape.

“In the centre of tho camp station-
ery and soft drinks 'are sold. With
most consummate cunning the natives
have been sttempting to smuggle whis-
key into the Boer camp, expecting gold
in exchange therefor, The whiskey,
however, “is In most. easés éonfiscated
by the red-coated guards, who deliver
much of it into theé hands of the offi-
cers, but manage to tetain a few bot-
tles without it becoming _generally
known. {

BOERS BUILD A THEATRE.

‘“Tthe prisoners have built a big ‘re-
creation hall’ in their camp. The hall
has been constructed of :palth branches
and leaves.” There is'a stage and a
curtain painted by a Beér drtist named
Brantje. The curtain painfing repres
gents the battle of Magersfontein. My
guides, two Tommy Atkinges fromy
Wales, informed me 'that although
there were very good actors among the
prisoners it was very hard for them in
Romeo and Jullet and Cleopatr:
on account of their long bedrd.. The
orchestra ‘for the theatre consms of a
piano, violin and horns.

‘“There: are very few young men
among the prisoners. Most of them
are. intelligent-looking < men between
the ages of 30 and 50. All were dress-
ed plainly, but neatly. It appears that
the British government has sent farm-
ers mostly to Ceylon.
