BRITAIN'S SHARE OF THE JAP-
ANBSE TRADE.

Foreign trade in Japan for 1899 had
reached the highest - figures recorded
since Japan 'had commercial dealings
wlth%ther nations. That record, how-
ever, occording to Insineering, was in
its turn surpassed by ‘the' result re-
vealed by the returns’'for 1900, The
foreign office report gives the value of
the imports at £29,324,646, and of ex-
ports £20,868,895, making a grand total
of £50,193,641, The increase in the
trade with the United Kingdom was
£2,734,463; of Hong Kong, £837,863; of
the United States of America, £1,346,-
728; and of Germany, £1,158,155; while
2 decrease took place in that of Brit-
ish India to the amount of £1,809,456
