Great Britain. According to the cor­
respondent this person declared that 
the beginning of hostilities by Japan 
came as an absolute surprise to Great 
Britain, which had done Its utmost to 
prevent the war. The spreading of the 
conflict will be avoided easily, the cor­
respondent's informant continues, if 
Prance and Great Britain keep cool, 
but the greatest vigilance Is necessary 
to- frustrate the alms of Individuals 
who are interested in creating a quar­
rel between the two nations. A power 
in central Europe Is actually conduct­
ing a press campaign In England with 
the object of creating a conflict with 
France, this person declared, and an 
emissary of this power has offered a 
certain English Journalist a series of 
articles attacking France, and further­
more a representative of a certain Asi­
atic power Is also striving to excite the 
English press against France.

“In ijiy opinion the peace of the 
world depends largely upon the main­
tenance of good relations between 
France and Great Britain,” this per­
son concluded. “Let us not allow In­
triguers, whose motives are known, 
profit by tHe fact that France Is pro- 
Russlan and Great Britain pro-Japan­
ese, to destroy the beneficent work of 
recent years.”

PARIS, March 3.—-In

Recon­
naissances made by cruisers and tor­
pedo boats over a radius of sixty 
miles from Port Arthur also failed 
to discover the enemy’s vessels.”

Major General Pflug, Viceroy 
Alexieff’s chief of staff, sends the 
following telegram, dated March 2:

“According to additional infor­
mation which has reached me, our 
patrols, having passed the night 12 
versts (eight miles) from Ping Yang, 
approached that town on the morn­
ing of Feb. 29. They were closely 
pressing a Japanese patrol of seven 
officers. Lieut. Lonchakoff attack­
ed this patrol with three Cossacks, 
forcing it to retreat at a gallop to­
wards the gates of the town.

“The presence of our patrols near 
Ping Yang caused great alarm, and 
soon the ■ enemy’s sharpshooters 
manned the wall and towêrs and 
opened fire, expecting an attack. Ac­
cording to the report our patrols ap­
proached within 700 paces of the 
town, which they found to he sur­
rounded by both towers and ram­
parts. They, however, were not no­
ticed by the enemy, and it is sup­
posed that the Japanese have not 
more than 7,000 men in Ping Yang.

According to the story told by a 
non-commissioned tflficer, O’Brien, 
O’Connor, Reynolds, Harrigan and 
Walsh obtained a quantity cf .liquor 
Monday In some manner unknown to 
to the officers at the post and after It 
had been drunk, the men desired to 
get another supply. They visited Pis- 
kell’s barber shop to secure a quantity 
ef alcohol. Piskell told the soldiers 
that wood alcohol was deadly poison.

The soldiers seemed to take this In­
formation as a Joke and later manag­
ed to secure a quantity of the poison. 
They all drank of the liquid and In a 
short time Reynolds was taken to the 
hospital critically ill. O’Brien and 
O'Connor were also reported ill at 
their quarters aiyl Capt. Kelton began 
a hurried Investigation to determine 
the cause.

The Inquiry resulted in a statement 
from one of the men that they had se­
cured a flask of the alcohol from Pi» 
kell’s shop and had drunk the liquid. 
The Investigation also revealed the 
fact that tiarigan and Walsh were ill 
and all four men were taken to the 
hospital. O’Brien and O’Connors’ 
condition slowly became worse and 
O’Brien succumbed to the poisoning 
Tuesday afternoon.

JAPAN STILL ADVANCING.
ТОКІО, March 2.—It has been

The Russian 
force near Anju numbers only about 
forty men. The main Russian force 
is concentrated at Liao Yang:

HEAVY SNOW AT PORT ARTHUR.

ST. PETERSBURG, March 2,—An 
official despatch received from Major 
General Pflug, Viceroy Alexieff’s chief 
of staff, dated March 2,‘says:

“According to the reports of our pa­
trols to Pifig Yang and on the road to 
Gensan (Wensan) there were no signs 
Of the enemy. Ping Yang has been oc­
cupied by six thousand Japanese, who 
include 200 cavalrymen. No particu­
lars have been learned concerning ar- 
.tlllery. It has been learned that the 
Japanese bring troops by sea from 
Fusan to Chenampo (on Ping Yang in­
let), when they come to Ping Yang.

“Between 1,000 and 2,000 Koreans 
have been sent to Ping Yang from 
Seoul. Our patrols on Feb. 28 were 
within 12 versts (8 miles) of Ping Yang 
and report that the Japanese have for­
tified the town. Tl)e enemy’s troops 
are arriving daily.

“At Port Arthur and in Manchuria 
all is calm. According to Korean re­
ports from Vladivostock, a detachment 
of 2,500 Japanese without artillery 
landed at Song Cheng (Hueng-Seng), 
north of Cape Druat, on Feb. 19 and 
marched to the south.

“There have been heavy snowfalls at 
Port Arthur and In Manchuria recent­
ly. At Port Arthur there were ten' de­
grees of frost and Vladivostock had a 
heavy snow storm.”

NOT FOR A FORTNIGHT.
WASHINGTON, March 2,—The 

landing in force of the Japanese on 
he Liao-Tung peninsula and the 

beginning of the land investment of 
Port Arthur will not begin for a 
fortnight, according to advices re­
ceived here from what are believed 
to be reliable sources. It was ex­
pected that the attack upon the 
fortress would take place yesterday 
or today, but the later advices, with­
out explaining the reason for the 
delay, show that there has been a 
change from the original plans. 
Army officers here think that the 
Japanese have decided that with the 
railroad connecting Port Arthur 
with the outside world cut, thus 
preventing supplies from reaching 
the place, two weeks’ privation will 
render the final assault easier. More­
over, as Port Arthur can be safely 
left as it is for the time being, the 
Japanese troops may he employed 
instead in northern Korea and near 
the Yalu river, where they are now 
most needed.
