#The Relatiop of Christianity to Political,

gensburg, and what can there be there
to see 1"

If you will look at & map of the politi
eal divisions of Germany, you will see
that Elsass-Lothringen, Baden, Wurtem-
berg, and Bavaria form a block jutting
out from the main body of the empire,
pressing down hard. t Switserland
snd the Tyrol on the South, keeping
France to its lawful boundaries on
west, and lying cheek by jowl with
hemia in, Austria on the east. In
south-west corner of this group of
many's fairest provinces, lying in &
low of & bend in the Rhine wh
marks the southern and western boutid-
sriew of the Grand Duchy of Baden; the
Black Forest watches over the sources of
the river Danube. Between here and
Vienna the course of the river is that 4
an obtuse augle whose highest point
reaches northward into the very heart of
Bavafis. Exactly upon this highest
northerly point of the river Danube, you
will see the one-eyed ring that, to Wy
mind, is the stupidest: representation of
a town or city that could possibly be de-
vised. To this day I cannot get rid of
| my impression of London as a black ring
with a dot in the middle, or, still wome,
as a single black spot sitting st fhe
mouth of sn inky stream meandering
through an expanse of blue cambrie,
However, as it-cannot be helped without
a revolution of the whole cartographical
eystem, we must make the best of it.
The ring in question stands for Regens-
burg, or, acoording td the free and easy
English method of fiaming other coun-
tries’ places after its own preferepce for
the Latin,—Ratisbon. It was the Roman
Castra Regina, concerning which Chesar
wrote long before Bavaria or the German
empire was thought or dreamed of. In
the early period of Christianity it wis al-
ready a place of commercial importance,
In the eighth century, the sealous Bona-
facius, the British “Apostle to the Ger-
mans,” founded there a monastery, and
raised it to the dignity of & bishopric. If
Bonafacius had stay ed at home, Regens-
burg would never bave risen to the im-
portance it acquired in the eoclesiastionk
history of the time, the .council ;{1
princes and Uishoge ‘Which sssembled
there in 1524, and whoss doings led to

the apposition council bled at
Spires, would wever have taken
place, and the eeed to the wun-

happy dissension which afterwards
bore fruit in the Thirty Years’' War
would never have been sown. Acocord-
ing to the doctrine of responsibility, the
unlucky Bonafacius will have & good
deal to account for ‘'when he comes to
judgment for his doings. It is slways
dangerous work meddling with one's in-
dividual inheritances, and how much
more with & pation's ! Nothing in the
world stands alove, nothing separate ex-
ists, The thought is enough to frighten
one away from speculation upon any
subject, and I retum to bare facts. Dur-
ing the Middle Ages Hegensburg was
the chief seat of the Indolevauine
trade, and was one of the wealthiest snd
most populous cities of Southern Ger
many. To the present day it preserves
its gly ked medimval cha
free from the aggressive modern taint
against which lovers of the dust and the
dusty find so much to complain in other
cities of Europe. It is a city of spec
tres, dead and living, and the visitor mtwst
be prepared to hold his fancy with a firm
hand, or it will lead him a wild raee
among those old churches, monasteries,
towers, ramparts, and heavy gatewdys,
dating back to almost anywhere in the
history of time.
