Two or three platoons of various bat­
talion* were detailed to he present 
with their rifles for the teats, Includ­
ing the men who had actually ex­
perienced the alleged difficulties whilst 
tiring In the trenches, and these men 
actually fired the tests carried out. 
First the Lce-Enflelds were fired with 
the O mark ammunition brought out 
of the trenches and which it was re­
ported had caused the Jamming. After 
two or three rounds rapid had been 
IIred thé Lee-Enfleld rifles Jammed. 
The Ross rifles were then tried with 
the same mark of ammunition and af­
ter firing several rounds some of them 
also Jammed, hut not as soon as had 
happened with the Lee-Knfleld rifles. 
A box of mark B ammunition was then 
fired. The Lee-EnfleW rifles flred well 
up to about forty rounds rapid, but 
again Jammed. Then the Rosa rifles 
were flred with B mark ammunition. 
They did so freely and rapidly, in 
some cases as high a? one hundred and 
fifty rounds rapid without the least 
trouble or Jamming

"The tests were continued with sev­
eral other marks of ammunition which 
procured the same results. When us- 
ing the B, O and N marks of ammunl 
tlon the Lee-Enfleld rifles Invariably 
went out of order sooner than the 
Rose. With the good ammunition, such 
as K and others, the Ross rifles gave 
the best of satisfactory results, firing 
freely and continuously large numbers
