CANADIAN COVERANENT FOR FIRST
TIME ACTS ON HO-TRUST SECTION ACT.

g Upon Judge Taschereau’s Report Into. Charges of
~ Combine Among Paper Makers or Dealers, the Ad-
valorem Duty is Cut Down.

Ottawa, Feb. 11—(Special)—The domin:
ion government has taken action upon the
report of Justice Taschereau, who was ap~
pointed a commissioner to inquire into*and
report to the governor general in council
as to whether there existed manufacturers
or dealers of news and printing paper any
trust combination or agreement of any

kind to unduly enhance the price of said

article or in any other way to unduly
promote the advantage of the said manu-
facturers or dealers at the expense of the
consumer. The inquiry was made under
the clause of which the above s an ex-
tract of the tariff act passed in 1897. The
decision of the government is to order
that the customs duty. on newspaper print
Le reduced from 25 per cent ad valorem
to 15, per cent ad valorem. The new clause
in the tariff act will read: ‘‘News print-
ing paper in sheets and rolls, including
all printing paper valued at not more than
21# cents per pound, shall be reduced
from 25 per cent ad valorem to 15 per
cent ad va'orem.”

This is the first time that a decision
has been given on this section of the
tariff, which was inserted to prevent com-
binations in #¢rade.

The section provides that if the “judge
reports that such trust, combination or
association or agreement exists, and if it
appears to the governor in council that
such disadvantage to the consumers is
facilitated by the duties of customs im-
posed on a like article when imported,
then the governor in council shall place
such anticle on the free list or so reduce
the duty on it as to give to.the public
the benefit or reasonable competition in
such article.” The government therefore,
acting upon the 'report of Justice Tas-
chereau, has in the public interest. come
to the above decision.

The complaint against the paper manu-
facturers was- made ®y the Canadian
Press Association. It was laid before the
government in Arvril, and shortly after-
wards Justice Taschereau was appointed
to inquire into ‘the matter. A very full
investigation was held in Montreal, To-
ronto and New York. The manufacturers
and the press association were represented
by counsel. The evidence taken at the
sittings of the commission was pretty fully
reported at the time of the sitting of the
commission. Justice Taschereau in his re-
port, which is a very dong document, says:
“That the scope of the commission was
two fold. Mirst, whether the alleged as-
sociation, combination or agreement does
exist in Canada; and secondly, whether it
is such as to unduly enhance the price
of news print or in any other way to un-
duly promte the advantage of the manu-
facturers at the expense of the consumers.
An agreement was submitted voluntarily
by the manufacturers to show that 26
manufacturing companies or firms, prac-
tically all the producers of news and print-
ing paper in Canada, formed themselves
into an association to be, called ‘The
Paper Makers’ Association of Canada.””

Justice Taschereau says: “As for the
paper dealers, although desirous of becom-
ing members, they were refused admission
into this association of 1900 so that so far
as the dealers are concerned no combi-

| nation can be laid at their doors, but the

combination of 1900 interested and al-
fected them as it did eveéry person con-
cerned in the paper trade, and they sub-

SN AR

mitfed to the regulation of prices imposed
by the association.

He then refers to an association formed
in 1879 which died and we re-established
in 1892; also to one formed in 1886.

‘I'he commissioner shows that from 1896
to 1899, when the present association was
formed, there was a gradual decrease in
the price of paper to the consumer due
to the improvements in machinery and
the introduction of wood pulp instead of
rags. In the formation of the Canada
Paper Association this reduction - was
changed into an increased price.

The commissioner says: “The enhance-
ment of prices as originally made by the
association was certainly not justified by
the facts and hy the state of the markets
‘at the time. That conclusion being reach-
ed it remains to be decided whether there
is anything undue unreasonable, exces-
sive or oppressive in the act complained
of- In such cases the injury to the pub-
Lc is the controlling consideration. Mono-
polies are liable to be oppressive and
hence are deemed to .be hostile to the
public good. Combinations who have the
control of the trade their members are
engaged in and who have control to such
an extent as to enable them to dictate
prices and to leave no real field of comr
petition open to others, are real momno-
polies. I am afraid the combination now
aitacked falls under these conditions.

“A combination may be quite legal and
harmless in its inception and primary ob-
jects if to regular and maintain fair
prices, but it may become illegal and op-
pressive in its subsejuent  operations
V. G. by the imposition of unfair
and unreasonable prices. The moment
the association attempts to dictate un-
just and oppressive terms and rates with
full controlling power and means of en-
forcement at its disposal, law and public
poliey must intervene and stop such dan-
gerous dictation.

“The declared object of the Paper
Makers’ Association of Canada was the
regulation and maintenance of fair prices
of the paper. That object was quite in-
nocent in itself but the character of the
association was to be judged according to
its subsequent acts determining and regu-
lating said prices under the stringent rules
and heavy penalties it had previously en-
acted. The associatioa has almost imme-
diately after its formation determined and
fixed prices which are found to be unfair
and detrimental to consumers and public
good to the extent herein above indi-
cated. The result was the complaint of
the Canadian Press Association and the
action taken by the government under the
statute. I am afraid that action was well
taken. Reductions made in the minimum
prices of the association in May, 1901,
after the appointment of this commission,
cannot affect the conclusions of this re-
port.

“Phe undersigned does report that in
his opjnion the said enhancement of prices
and other disadvantages to consumers
caused Dby the combination whose exist-
ence is proved, admitted and reported are
to the extent already indicated undue,
unreasonable and oppressive and unduly
promote to the same extent, the advan-
tage of the paper manufacturers of Can-
ada at the expense of the consumers..
