General Nelson A. Miles Talked on

; 'Bostgn, Qct. 6—The arrest and subse-
quent reduction of military and naval arm-
aments throughout the world was called
for today at the session of the Interna-
tional Peace (ongress, when resolutions
were afiopted expressing the opinion that
the first task which the worid's new con-
vention,. suggested by President Roosevelt,
should take up, was the gradual disarma-
ment of the“powers.

The thanks of the congress were extend-
ed to President Roosevelt for his pledge
to take the finst steps towards a convoca-
tion of a new international peace conclave.
Thg most promounced oratorical moment
which the congress yet has seen, came
when a Boston delegate, Charles F. Dole,
prqpcsgd to amend the disarmament reso-
]ut_mq by a. declaration that no necessity
existed for the United States t6 view with
suspicion the powers of Europe and that,
t‘herefore, it was quite wunnecessary for
.An}emcwto enforce the Monroe Doctrine
by building up such an immense navy.

8everal delegates warmly opposed the
amendment first, on the ground that such
a resolve should properly come before a
congress composed of American delegates
merely, and second on the ground that the
congress had no right to criticise the
American government for upholding by a
guitable naval ‘force, a doctrine, by the

Episcopalian Congress Com-
mittee Reports Against It

THE DIVORCE QUESTION

Several Resolutions Introduced
Aimed at Better Observations of
Marriage Ties---Effort to Con-
demn Potter’s Saloon Scheme
Fails.

Boston, Oct. 6—The Archbishop of Can-
terbury, speaking befcre & joint session of
the House of Bishops and House of . Dep-
uties of the Episcopal church here today,
delivered a message to the American body
in which he urged that the church take
steps to guard the religious life of the
home. The archbishop’s address was
forcibly delivered and was easily heard in
all parts of Emmanuel church, where the
sessions are being held.

At today’s session of the House of Dep-
uties several resolutions to make stringent
the canon on the re-marriage of divorced
persons were presented.” One resolution
was aimed to prohibit the re-marriage of
a divorced person while the former part-
ner is living. The whole question will
come up later.

After reporting against a change in the
legal name of the church at this time, the
committee appointed by the last conven-
tion to consider the matter, was discharg-
ed. Al 1aember oi the committee, Rev. B.
Talbot Rogers, of Fond Du Lac (Wis.), at-
tempted to have a resolution drawn up by
the minority members of the committee
which dropped the words “Protestant
Episcopal” from the title: page of the
prayer book placed on the calendar, but it
was referred to the committee on prayer-
book, and will be discusséd later.

An attempt was made by J. Cameron
Buxton, of Winston (N.C.), to present
a resolution deploring the action of Bishop
H. C. Pottet, "of New York, ifr participat-
ing at the opening of the subway tavern,
but the resolution was declared out of or-
der.
