Fredericton, Feb. 28—(Special)—Lhe di-

rectors of the Fredericton Boom Com-
pany and representative Jumbermen held
a lengthy conference this afternoon but
failed to arrive at a settlement in regard
1o the company’s bill to increase tolls now
before the legislature.
Several propositions were pub forward
but all were rejected. The lumbermen of-
fered, provided the company would with-
draw ite bill, to pay them one-half the
amount of capital stock or §34,000 in cash
in addition to an allowance for gtock on
hand, such as ‘boom poles, cordage, ete.,
and take over the management of the busi-
ness. :

Another proposition of the lumbermen
was that the company retain the manage-
ment of the business this year and get the
benefit of the large quantity of logs likely
%o come through the booms. The lumber-
men would then be prepared to take over
the business in 1907 and pay the company
six per cent imterest on $68,000,the amount
of the capital stock, the lease to be for
one, two, three, four or five years.

The lumbermen claim they are aaxious
{0 demonstrate that the oormpunf can be
profitably managed with the tolls as at
present and they are willing to give bonds
to guarantee thereturn of the company’s
plant in good condition. -

The directors of the boom company de-
clined to accept the lumbermen’s proposi-
wion but offered to hand over the plant
and business for $55,000. 'They aleo of-

fered to lease the plant if the lumbermen

would pay them ten cents per thousand
on all lumber rafted or a guarantee of $10,-
000 on the year's business and assume all

' Minister of Railways Says May
Be Announcements in
Ten Davs

Hon, H. R. Emmerson, minister of rail-
ways, in reply to a Telegraph reporter’s
question Tuesday, said that in about ten
days he expected there would be an-
nouncements as to the two new senators
for New- Brunswick. Asked as to who
were likely to be named the minister said
he could really not tell, as he did not
know.

Mr. Emmerson, with Deputy Minister

Butler, and Secretary J. L. Payne, spent
all Tuesday here. Certain business mat-
ters engaged his attention and he also
took occasion to interview President
- Schofield and others of the hoard of
trade, and other business men in regard
to the nationalization of this port.
Speaking of this to a Telegraph reporter
he said his desire was to get the busi-
ness men's views so that he would he
fully informed on the situation here when
the question of nationalization of ports
came up in parliament in connection with
tha transportation commission’s report.
He said he had not been able to see very
many yesterday and he would like those
whom he did not see to place their opin-
Iicms before him by correspondence.
{ When asked about the increase in the
isuburban rates on the I. C. R., varying
stories about which have been published
in the Sun, Mr. Emmerson said he could
not remember the figures for the several
stations, but his instructions were to
make the suburban rates east of St. John
the eame as those charged by the C. P.
R. west of St. John.

Heretofore on the 1. C. R. it has been
possible to buy one three-month or six-
month ticket, on which passengers travel-
ed as often as they saw fit. On the C. P.
R. a different system prevails, Tickets
are sold in books of fifty-five and they
are good for only one month. Each time
a passenger rides one ticket is taken up-
The C. P. R. system of books of fifty-five
tickets to be used in a month will come
into force on the government road.

The C. P. R. rate is based on mileage,
no ticket to be at a rate less than one
cent. This makes the lowest price 2.7
a month, which is the rate to all stationt
between here and Ketepec, seven miles.
On the same basis, $2.75 will be the rate
for fifty-five trip tickets to Brookville,
Torryburn, Renforth and Riverside. At
present the rates are for one month:
Brookville, $2.25; Torryburn, $2.50; Ren-
forth, $2.75, and Riverside, $3. So on
the (. P. R. basis Brookville people will
pay 50-cents a month more than at pres-
ent, Torryburn people will pay 25 cents
more, Renforth the same, and Riverside
residents 25 cents less. To Rothesay the
new rafe will be $3.30, an  increase of
five cents over the present monthly rate;
and to Hampton it will be $7.70, an in-
creage of $1.20 over the existing rate.
