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OLD AGE PENSIONS

Cost About $40,-
000,000 An-
nually

Commission to Inquire Into
Scheme --- Emmerson and
Fowler Both Favor Inter-
colonial TaKing Over the
Branch Line Railways---
Other News of the House.

Ottawa, Feb. 3—Sir Wilfrid Laurier, an-
swering Mr. Kemp of Toronto, in the
house of commons today, said that 1803
miles of Transcontinental railway had been
located between Moncton and Winnipeg,
four miles remain to be located and a re-
vigion of a number of points already lo-
cated. There are 859 miles under contract
‘for construction. The estimated amount
of obligation entered into is $38,000,000 and
disbursements $21,364,364. .

In answer to Mr. Ames, Mr. Oliver said
that sixty-nine timber licenses for land in
Manitoba and Northwest Territories were
issued in 1898-7, covering 1860 square miles.
Of these licenses 68 were new.

Mr. Fielding, answering Dr. Spro'ule,
said that the bonds of the Quebec bridge
guaranteed by the government had not
been sold. Moneys were raised by the
company on the pledge of the bonds with
the Bank of Montreal at the interest rate
of 5 per cent. The amount due the Bank
of Montreal by the bridge company for
such advances and interest on Jume 30,
1907, was $5,561,507.

Provincial Fisheries.

In answer to Mr. Martin (Queens), Sir
'Wilfrid Laurier said that the government
is  appointing a delegate with power to
discuss with accredited representatives of
the various local governments affected tl}e
question of the relative rights and juris-
diction with respect to the fisheries. The
government is unaware of any difficulties
‘which ghould prevent an amicable settle-
«ment of rights. The government is not
aware that the divided jurisdiction be-
" gtween the federal goverrfment and the

" governments of the provinces has proved

detrimental tc the interests of the fish-
eries, but the government appreciates that
these interests could proceed on 3 better
and more satisfactory basis with undivided
jurisdiction. .

In reply to Mr. Emmerson, Sir Wilfrid
Laurier said that an annual pass was

Archi-
md as general manager of Elgin & Have-
lock railway. A trip-pass was given in
favor of Mrs. Harris on June 14, 1907.

Archibald, and on Aug. 22 a trip-pass for
Mrs. Archibald, also one on Nov. 14. The
trip-parses were given by the general man-
ager at Moncton.

Cla Age Pensioné.

R. A. Pringle (Cornwall), moved for a
committee of nine to inquire into scheme
or schemes by state aid or otherwise for
making provision for the aged and deserv-
ing poor with special regard in case of any
proposals which they may approve, to
their cost and probable financial results
and that the committee have power to
eend for persons, papers and records and
to examine witnesses on oath and affirm-
ation.

Mr. Pringle said that last session, when
he brought the matter up, Sir Wilfrid
made a sympathetic speech, as did also
the minister of labor. Since that time a

was introduced in the British parlia-
ment. The premier told a labor delega-
tion that an old age pension would bring
criminals from the TUnited States.
Bir Richard Cartwright, speaking in
the senate, feared that old age pen-
sions would discourage thrift. Those who
studied the question did not agree with
this. The annuity system which Sir Rich-
ard proposes, would only be accepted by
the upper strata of the working classes.

H. J. Logan (Cumberland), gave his
hearty support to the measure.

the aged poor.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier congratulated Mr.
Pringle for the manner in which he pre-
sented his resolution and for the industry
and persistence in which he adlféred to
the subject. The statement that he (Sir
Wilfrid) had said that old age pensions
would invite criminals from the United
States was not correct. There were no
doubt difficulties in the way but he was
prepared to approach the matter with an
open mind. The discussion had shown
that there were a‘variety of opinions on
the subject. For instance Ralph Smith
wanted the system to be universal. He
did not think he could agree to that. His
own personal view would be for such a
law that would give to those who could
not accumulate for themselves in their
old age. i

In conclusion he accepted the resolution
as one of the best ways of getting further
information on the subject so that some
satisfactory conclusion might be reached.

Mr. Foster said that he studied the con-
ditions in other countries and did not
think that the time had arrived for old
ag: pensions in Canada. The session was
fn its third month- and the committee
could not do much this session unless its
wowers were extended to next session.

Up to a late
hour this evening it had been found im-
possible to complete the ticket. Great
hopes were placed upon William Me-
Guire accepting the third position on the
ticket, and his absolute refusal today to
run came as a stunning blow to many.
The offer for the two remaining candidates
has been made in all sections of the coun-
try and has been turned down. Five years
ago the government had no trouble in get-
ting champions, as it was thought then
that the administration might succeed. To-
day with sure defeat facing the party no
one is anxious to offer himself a victim.

At Bear Island this evening the opposi-
tion candidates opened the campaign,
speaking to a crowded hall. The reception
they received was the greatest ever ten-
dered candidates in that part of the coun-
try and is a fore-runner of what it will
be in the rest of the eonnty.

Four Representative Candidates Chosen---Two Lib-
erals and Two Conservatives

Messrs. Morrissy and Morrison, the Present Members;
Mayor MacLachlan of Chatham, and Mr. Allain an Aca-
dian, Elected on First Ballot---Crowded and Enthusi-
astic Meeting Applaud Ringing Speeches of J. D. Hazen,
J. K. Flemming and the Standardbearers.

Chatham, N. B., Feb. 3—The fact that
two Liberals are on the ticket, which
was nominated here today in opposition
to tie local government is convineing evi-
dence of the fact that party politics is
playing no part in the mind of the elec-
tors of Northumberland. At an enthusi-
astic convention at which many promin-
ent Liberals were present John Morrissy,
M. P. P.; Donald Morrison, M. P. P.;
Daniel c¢hlan, mayor of Chatham,
and W. L. Allain, of River Descache,
were chosen as standard bearers of the
cause of good government, Messrs Mor-
rissy and MacLachlan being Liberals in
dominion politics. The other candidates
were T. W. Flett, of Nelson, and J. L.
Stewart, of Chatham.

Brief speeches by the candidates were
made after the nomination proceedings,
which took place in the Masonic hall,and
in the evening a meeling, which was
crowded to the doors, listened to able
criticiszn of the present government from
J. D. Hazen, leader of the opposition,and
J. K. Flemming, M.P.P. The greatest en-
thusiasm prevailed and the points made
by the speakers drew frequent applause
from the large audience.

The Uonvsention.

J. K. Flemming.

Mr. Flemming was received with much
cheering. ' After a few introductory re-
marks, he turned his’/attention to the debt
of the province.

1906, $196,000; it has now reached $3,760,-
000.

The difference
comes about in this way. .. premier
to get a surplus of ordinary revenue over
ordinary expenditure has charged to
capital expenditure the following sums:

New Brunswick Coal & Railway, $82,000.

Bridges, $126,000. &

Provincial Hospital over expenditure,

Public works over-expenditure, $197,000.

Total of $427,500.

Nothing of that $427,000 ought to be
charged to capital except a portion of the
$126,000 for bridges. The $82,000, N. B.
Coal & Railway, is almost entirely in-
terest, and interest is not chargeable to
capital.

The over-drafts of the Provincial hospi-
tal $22,500, and the public works are the
most ordinary kind of ordinary expendi-
ture, and by no stretch of the imagination
can be classed as capital. A portion of
the $126,000 for bridges is fairly chargecable
to capital, but part ‘of it is for a class
of work which has always been provided
for out of current revenue. Am I not
justified therefore in saying that under
any fair style of bookkeeping, instead of
a surplus of $9,000 we had a real deficit
of probably $400,000 at the end of the
fiscal year?

Reaffirmas Assertion.

The premier contends that my statement
that there has been $1,500,000 added to
the permanent debt during the past year,
is not correct. I state most positively
that it is entirely true. The government
tloated a loan for £300,000 sterling or
$1,460,000. That surely has become part !
of the permanent debt. Debentures for
the subsidy to International Railway $20,-
000; debentures for the subsidy to York
and Carleton Railway, $11,000; bonds to
purchase the New Brunswick Land, $37,-!

' Premiier Robinson Announces
Toronte Accountants Have

i REFORMS PROMISED

Will Try for Cheaper School Books
: and Restore Control of Highways
to the Feopie— Four Old Candidates
Chosen for Westmorland.

Moncton, N. B., Feb. 3.—At a largely at-
tended convention in the Opera House this
afternoon Premier Robinson, Hon. ¥. J.
Sweeney, A. B. Copp and C.°M. Legere were

unanimously selected as the government tick-
et in Westmorland. Speeches accépting the
nomination were made by the candidates. A
series of resolutions was passed, the most im-
portant of which suggested amendments to
the highway act and inquiring into the school
book question.

A public meeting was held in the Opera
House tonight addressed by the candidates.
The hall was. filled. The chairman announced
at the opening of the meeting that a second
hall had been engaged for the overflow meet-
ing, but it was not required. .

The points of the speakers were liberally
applauded and the candidates given & good
reception. The feature of the meeting was
the compromising position taken by Premier
Robinson on planks in the opposition plat-
form. He promised to repeal the highway act
and place the roads in the hands of the people
and appoint a commission to inquire into the
school book question. He also announced he
had engaged experts to investigate the fin-
ancial position of the province and would re-
port the result to the people.

J. T. Hawke presided and spoke at some
length, appealing to Liberals to support the
government ticket.

A. B. Copp was first called upon and con-
fined his attention almost wholly to a plea
for support on federal party lines.

Premier Robinson, the principal speaker of
the evening, discussed the finances principal-
ly. Referring to Mr. Flemming’s challenge
he sald a debate on the financial position of
the province was not what the people wanted.
Nothing would be accomplished by it. The
people wanted from him a clear and fair
statement and to get this he had now en-
gaged accountants recommended by the Bank
of Montreal to go to Fredericton and make
an audit, the result of which would be given
to the electors. Jenkins and Hardy, of To-
ronto, were the names of the experts engaged
and they were going to work at once.

Mr. Robinson claimed Mr. Flemming's state-
ment that the debt of the province had been
increased $1,500,000 in one year was absurd.
He declared the net debt to be $3,300,000 at
the close of 1906 and deducting the debt at
the time the present government came into
power the present government had only in-
creased the debt $1,100,000. He spoke to hav-
ing the branch railways of the province taken
over by the federal government and operated
as part of the Intercolonial. The minister of
public works and Mr. Emmerson were favor-
able to this. The government oad already
sent in the commission’s report on the rail-
ways.

Dealing with the school book question he
contended there was no ring and the books
here were as cheap as in other provinces.
However, they wanted cheaper books if poss-
ible and it was proposed to appoint men like
Chairman Hawke to inquire into the ques-
tion and give a report independent of political
bias in an effort to effect an improvement.

He referred to the colonization bureau es-
tablished and closed by appealing for support
because his government was in sympathy and
doing all in its poweér to assist the Liberal
government at Ottawa.

Hon. Mr. Sweeney spoke for forty minutes
coverning much the same ground as Mr.
Robinson and making a strong appeal for
support because they were Liberals. He
claiméd for the government a record of honest
and careful administration.

C. M. Legere praised the government’s agri-
cultural policy and claimed it had done much
for the province.

NOVA SCOTIA COAST
STORM-SWEPT WITH
DISASTROUS RESULTS

(8pecial to The Telegraph.)

Digby, N. S., Feb. 3—Saturday night’s
gale of wind and high tide was the worst
for many years and the tide the highest
ever known inside Digby basin.

At Westport, Brier Island, George Buck-
man’s wharf was destroyed, also a portion
of Thomas Hicks’ wharf and store, and
J. A. Peters’ store and basement. The
harbor was full of logs. No vessels were
anchored in the harbor at Grand passage.

The tug Lillie arrived from St. John
for Yarmouth, and took shelter at Free-
port breakwater.

At Freeport the water front was badly
damaged. The barber shop and a lot of
small buildings along the street were wash-
ed off their blocking and nearly all de-
stroyed. Hains Brothers’ Schr. Eutah and
Eunice broke from the wharf and was
saved by the heroic efforts of a lot of
men.

No damage was done at Tiverton.

At East Ferry, on the east side of Petite
Passage, a valuable gasoline boat belonging
to Leonard Theriault and Lyons Stanton
broke from her moorings and went to sea.

WIN AT MONTREAL

Fred Logan Lands
Mile Event

Nuttall Captures Boys’ Race
--Lamy, of Saranac Lake,
Won Three and Half Mile'
Contests--Poor Crowd Saw
Champions Compete.

Montreal, Feb. 3—Owing %o its poste
ponement last Saturday and the awkwardi
hour at which the races were run off, the
amateur speed ting championships of
America held afternoon on the M,
A. A. A rink drew only a emall ate
tendance, only 300 odd people being prese
ent. While the attendance was di i
ing, there was nothing to cavil at as fap
as the races were concerned, for closer®
finishes and better fields have never been
seen at any of the American champion«
ships held in recent years, it being found
necessary to run off all the big events ing
several heats, the 220 yards taking five,
together with two semi-finals to arrive at
a decision, while three heats of ten meny
apiece -appeared in the mile. i

The championships were fairly evenly*
distributed, Vancouver getting the 220
yards through Bush, the one-armed skater,
beating Logan ,the St. John man, skating
under the M. A, A. A. colors. While the
half and three miles went to Saranag
Lake entry, Edmund Lamy, who won the
same events at the Saranac Lake chame
pionships, carrying off both.

Another championship to remain i
Canada was the 220 yards hurdles, whick
was won by Fred Robson, the Torontas
crack, who beat a somewhat poot field.

Logan Won Mile.

Montreal has a couple of championships'
to their credit, Fred Logan, of St. Johny
winning the mile from Lamy in a tighti
finish by a yard, and the half mile backe
wards which fell to the boy wender, Ruse
sell Wheeler, in easy style.

In the two boys’ championships, Ruse
sell Wheeler carried off the mile, beating
Ernest Lamy, of Saranac Lake, and El-
mer Ingraham, of St. John.

A St. John boy, Gordon Nuttall, was
successful in the second event on the card
for boys, taking the race after skating off
a dead heat with R. T. Logan, another
St. John skater who, like his brother,
raced under the winged wheel insignia. ;

Thpugh the times in most cases were
nothing approaching to championships
s'ta.ndatd as the men skated foxily, a fair
t{me was given in the 220 yards race car-
ried off by Bush, the Vancouver man
going the distance in 2045, but as a rule
the times should have been faster, as the
conditions were ideal, there was no wind
and-the ice was keen and hard.

b‘qme of the long distance events wera
spoiled by loafing by the crack men and
even the lesser known lights refused to
cut the pace, waiting rather for the final
sprint to decide the outcome of a race
than a long burst. It was due to this
tendency to loaf that the three miles wag
8poilt, otherwise the race would have been
the feature of the meet.

As it happened the best contested event

. was the one mile which was won by Fred

Logan from Edmund Lamy and Lot Roe,
of Toronto. The three men loafed in ths'
first three laps but before the bell wenti
for the final lap they came out of the
ruck, Lamy leading with Roe in close ate'
benfiance and Robson third. Logan lost
a little on the first turn but cutting the!
pace came around for the final stretch!
like a whirlwind, beating Lamy all ends!
up, the Saranac man having to go all tha
way to win from Lot Roe. Roe put up ad
good race and would have given Logan a
bard time to win but the Toronto gkatem
was pocketed and lost speed getting away.|

Logan’s speed was all the more' notice«!
able, for he took the outside curve, skate/
ing in a winner in the slow time of 3
minutes 33 seconds.

Logan Pocketed in Half.

The 880 yards was another event which
ehould have fallen to the lot of Logany
and though Lamy, of Saranac Lake, wog
well, he would have been beaten by the|
St. John man if the latter had not, been,
pocketed. Lamy sprang into the lead well
on in the second lap and keeping his dis~
tance from Aird, an M. A. A. A, ekater,|
who took third, led all the way to the'
tape. Both Aird and Robson camealong
with a rush and only inches separated the
three men at the finish.

It is doubtful if a bigger field of ‘skaters
have ever been seen in one event as turned
out for the three miles, twenty-five men,
iining up to the starter. After loafing for
one mile, Anderson, the Chicago crack,
went ahead in the second mile and made
the pace a little livelier, holding the lead

i right till the bell went. He still kept

ahead till the bend and looked all over a
winner but the sprint of Lamy and
Logan was too much for him and he was
beaten out in the last twenty yards, Lamy
beating the St. John skater by half a
yard.

The victory of Bush in the 220 came as
2 great surprise to many as Fred Robson
was the most fancied man in the race
and was expected to beat Logan but as
events turned out Bush won quite
casily from  both Logan :and Rab-
scn, about four yards ssparating the
onc-armed skater from the other two. The
Vancouver man was going at a terrific
dlip when he passed the tape and would
have probably clipped records if he had
been extended at all. Logan beat Robson
by two feet, looking back at the Toronto
man as he skated past the tape.

In the boys’ races Wheeler repeated his
win and took the race easily from Ernest
Lamy, of Saranac Lake, the outsider fall-
ing all to pieces in the final lap. A feature
of this race was the fine showing made
by Claudiuvs Lamy, the youngest and
smallest skater in the rac2, the Saranac
Lake boy winning fifth place. Elmer
Ingraham, a Maritime R. A. entry, car-
ried off third place.

In the half mile for boys under twelve
an exciting contest between Gordon Nut-
tall, of St. John, and R. T. Logan,another
St. John boy skating under M. A. A. A.
colors, tied for first place, Nuttall win-
ning the skate aff for the echampion<hin.
