Two companies
of the Tenth and two of the Twety-fifth
Regiments, National Guard, were detailed
as a guard outside the jail, and kept a
vast crowd of citizens back from in front
of the jail. Two thoéusand people stood
in the streets in the . vicinity in a snow
storm from 10 a. m. till 8 p. m., when the
dead body of Lowenstein was brought
out and taken away in a hearse. At five

' | minutes past 2 o’clock the door of the

condemned man’s cell was opened and he
came forth, preceded by Rev. Father
Francis, book in hand, reciting as he
walked the service for the dead. Close
behind him, his eyes bent on the crucifix,
walked Lowenstein. Behind the prisoner
came Under-Sheriff Wards and scveral
deputies.
SPFKECH OF THE CULPRIT.

The doomed man walked with % firm
step to his allotted place beneath the
noose where the priest intoned a prayer,

It may be along
time before it is proved, or it may be a
short time, but it will be proved in the
end. If I were guilty I would not deny
it. Standing as 1 do before my God, on
whom I call to witness my innocence.
God is my witness. I am as innocent as
an unborn ‘child.”
