All the electyical apparatus, with the ex-
ception of the gemerator, has been shipped
from Montreal under date of August 3rd,
and the generator was shipped from Cin-
cinnat! under date of August 6th. The bal-
ance of the shipment we expect to make
by Aug. <30; dut may. be delayed a Jiitle
longer than this “date.

This company has been handicapped on
acoount of the general moulder's stiike
for the past three months, which has made
it extremely difficult to secure castings
ofi all our work.

The situation at the city reservoir
remains practically unchanged. The
water service has held its own, but up
to 9 o’clock last night the looked for
gain had not appeared.

Al -ihe hour. mentioned the water
level was three feet down or a foot be-
low the danger mark. %

With the reservoir dfull, as it
should be, there are a million gallons
of water in reserve—half a day’s supply
at the rate thé water is now being used.
The city engineer is of the opinion. that
this reserve must - be maintained in
order to protect the city from a fire
standpoint.

Properly the reservoir should be full
in the morning but this is not the
case now and while a gain is being
made each night it is not sufficient to
make up the day’s loss.

Oitizens are again urged to stop all
waste of water, otherwise special steps
will have to be taken to limit the sup-
ply for all purposes, that for lawn
sprinkling and garden use coming first.
ffhe gain made at the reservoir to-
night and particularly tomorrow night,
may tide over the matter temporarily,
but in any case for the balance of the
season no more water should be wasted.
