The contribution of the Canadian NGOs, with the financial support
of the Canadian International Development Agency, has been vital
in easing the misery in Rwanda and in the camps in Zaire and
Tanzania, and it is very important that they provide their point
of view on Canadian and international activities for remedying
this terrible tragedy.
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
