TWEN1Y BECOND EUNDAY AFTER PENTECOST,

The festiyal of All Saints which we are
celebrating during these days should
suggest to us, dear brethren, somo
thougbts of our eternal home wherein
we shall one day praise God with His
enints if we are but faithful to His grace,
It were well for us to think of that
bleered country in which there is no
weeping ard mourning, in which sin
enters not and where God, all eufficient
and sll suflicing, is the portion of His
£ainte, Hope, indeed, bids us lift these
eyes of ours, which delight t0 much in
earthly proepects-—hope bids us lift our
eyes 10 neaven that we may learn the
worth of eternity,

The truth that we have an eternal des-
tiny, is, alae, too often préctically lost
sight of and as & consequence our lives
are not ordered for eternity but for time.
I eay practically loss sight of bacause,
although we do not indeed question the
fact of eterpity nor that we have souls
that crave for immortality and will not
be st rest with less than eternal blise,
yet we fail to regulate our lives in view
of the great conviction which lies, as it
were, hid beneath a mass of present ir-
terests and decires,

There latter, because they are present,
¢lsim our atteutlon and engross our care.
They are not really things of tirst import
suce to us, but we treat them as if they
were, When we thitk much about them
we pereelve more cr less clearly what

Time {s but a paesing condition, and a
very uncertsin cordition for us spiritu
ally. Itlsef va'ue only in refererce to
eternity, Time Is but a factor in Guod's
¢lerral plen, Hls deallogs with men
are all In view not of tlme, but cf eter-
nity. He glves the things of carth Into
men’s keeping that they may use them
for cternal life, 1a bestows His grace
upon men’s souls that they msy attain
to eternal life, As He hee Himself {m -
planted in men’s breasts the desire of
fmmortality, He has also provided that
that deeire may be esatisfied. When He
epeaks to men He speaks to them of
eternity, He declares that man’s destiny
1s not for time, but for eternity, and He
commands them to serve Himee! f in view
of tbat end.

It 1s not alone in war that a good
temper 1s reqnisite, The cool, sclf-bal
acced man is always the succeseful man
in buslnets;, To act on impulse 3 to act
wroagly nine times out of ten, It rarely
takes more than a few minutes to inquire
into detalls, and look at all eldes of &

Oane of the mlssionaries In the [ndian
Territory, Father Thomas Dapercn, re.
lates this charm!ng anecdote: The little
tribe of the Kickapoos, who came from
New Mex!co to the Indian Terrltory rome
years ago live at present along the North
Canedlan. In the summer tlme they
dwell in log houses, bullt generally on
some hillocke ; but during the winter they
seek for refuge some timbered valleys in
order to be protected agalnst the morth
wind,

Oar Rev. Futher Prefect Apostolic be-
Ing very anxlous to get from that tribe
some children for the school of Saint
Elizabeth’s Mleslon, I started at the end
of December to pay them a visit, Accom.
panied by an interpreter, I arrived at thelr
village sltaated a% the foot of a little hill,
I found a few houses, entirely primitive,
that ls to say, wigwams made skilfully
with mats, and covered with skine and
large pleces of bark, Every house is
about sixtecn feot long and twelve feet
wide. You go in through a door kept
closed by a curtaln, and you fiad no win.
dows, except two skylights used also as
chimneys, Before these dwellinge, chil-
dren half naked were playing together,
some women were making collars of pearl,
some were eewing, some others were cook-
log. I atked fcr the chlef. A young
fellow brought ue to one of these wigwams
larger than the others, I went in and
met there a dczen men smoking and talk.
ing together. Several were clothed as
citizens, but the moet of them had for
only garment the slmple and primitive
blanket. I shook hands with them and
gave them some cigars.  After that,
through my interpreter I made known
the object of my visit ;

% My friends,” eald I, “T am a Catholle
priest coming to announce to you good
news, We built for your glrle a large
school at Purcell. They can be boarded
there, and Instracted gratultously. They
will be there under the maternal care of
some good ladies we call Slaters, who have
abandoned thelr family, their fortune and
their fatherland to come here among you,

go to Parcell, you will be able to ¢es them,
and after three or four years, your girle
come back to vou with & good, practical
education, What do you think about
that 1"

The fisst chlef, an old man sixty years
of age, thin, but with eharp features, rose
to auswer in the name of the others, The
Interpreter tranelated his words :

" We are glad,” eald he, “ to hear your
proposal. It is Indecd a very mice one.
We would be very well satlsfial to see
our children well educated, But please
tell me fa the name of whom do you
come? Are you the first chief of the
Catholig religion tn tbls country.”

“No,” [ replied, “ L am one of his es-
s'stants ; he will come himeelf afier s while
to see you.”

‘‘Ah! Ah! Veay well,”

Saylog that, he was looking attentively
at my Brevisry, which seemed to excite in
8 peculiar manner bls carlosity :

“ You bave in your hand,” sald he, “a
big book, you call it the Bible, do you
not? We can not read that book, but
nevertheless (and then the old chief
pointed to his neart), we have ourselves a
Bible bere, That Dible tells us that there
ls & Great Spirit looking at us.  That
Bible tells me that I must abstala from
etealiog the horse, the cow, the gun, and
the goods of my ne'ghbor. That Bible
tells me that I can not touch the wife of
my frlend, Tbat Bible teils me that I
must take care of my old father and my
old mother, and partake with the needy
the piece of breed I have, Is it not what
you read also in your Bible 1

“ Abgolutely the same,”

*“ Very well, then come to ses us agaln,
and we will be able to understard one
another,”

[ bade them good bye and withdrew
admiring the besutiful expreaston used by
the poor savage, to style the Natural Law
of which Salnt Paul speaks iu his eplstle
to the Romans, and I concalved the groat-
est hope that, fn that respect, and the fal.
filment of the Natural Law engraved in
thelr hesrts, the Kickapoons are perhaps
one of thore reglons mentioned by our
Lord ia the Gospel, that are already white
and ripe for the celestlal harvest—* Lift
up your eyes and see the fields white for
the harvest.”

A BISHOP “KOUGHING” IT IN
WESTERN AUSTRALIA,

We are indebted to Sydney Freeman's
Journal for the subjoined :

Exrly in June Bishop Glbney, of Perth,
Western Auctralls, in company with one
of the Trapplst fathers, Mr. Daley and a
native gulde, set out from Derby for the
Natlve Reserve—cne hundred miles dls-
tant. Tae party took eix horses and pro-.
vislons for & month, during which period
they hoped to ba able to thoroughly ex-
plore the couuntry in the vlclaity of the
leserve and select the most ellgible site
for a native mlsslon station.

BISHOP GIBNEY'S EXPERIENCES,

Here is the intrepid Blshop’s own ac.
eount a3 published ia the West Australian
Catholic Record :

A party consistlog of Abbott Ambrose,
a police trooper, a native guide, and my-
self lefi Derby to select aslite for a miasion
reserve on the 4th of June, The native
faliing ill, we made a halt at the Yeeda
Statlons, On the t:h we crossed the
Fi'zroy In the direction of the R serve.
Having mlssed the pool towards which we
directed our course, we were obliged to
camp that evening without water, but
during the night beavy raln fell. Ua the
9th struck the Frezer river and followed
its conrse for two days, after which camped
a second tlme without water, cn which
occasion also a heavy downpour of raln
occurred. So> far had fallen In with no
blecks, Oa the 15th Abbott Ambrose was
down with the fever. Oa the 17th we
reached Father M'Nab's deserted misslon
statlon, Having been a week without flash

meat, we devoted a day to hunting In
order to obtaln a supply. In this place
we found about twenty natlves. Those
who were thelr companions at the missi:n
In Father McNab's time are now on a
station belonging to Messrs, Hadley and
Hunter, who employ about slxty natlves,
and deseribe them as qulet and docile,
We sgala started on the 19.h with replen
ished meat stores, and on the 20th reached
Beagle Bay. Durlng thls part of our
journey we met many natives travelling
towards the South, We passed through
four distinct tribes. Baldwln’s Creek
was roeched on the 25th, Here our
supply of provislons bagan to run short,
and, finding we could not make Carnot
Bay as intended, we struck acroes to Liake
Loules, thenco to Lake Flora. We
wiseed the latiter lake, bnt fortunately
came upon aswamp called Yabba, a favor
{te resort of natives, of whom, however,
we saw none, Oa the 30:h we continued
our return, durlug which the Abbot was
sgaln attacked by fever, We arrived at
Derby on the 4th July with party and
horses all safe. My slucerest thanks are
due to the resldent maglstrate of Derby,
Mr, Lodge, to the commlssloner of crown
lands and the commlssloner of police for
the valuable and willlug assistance they
havegiven me, Their help has done much
to make our trylng expedition succes:ful,

We have chosen a site for mission
station in the vicinity of Beagle Bay and
will endeaver to assemble natives upon
it. The land on this selection is good,
but the natives are few in number,
Abbot Ambrose and ex-trooper Daley,
who proposes jjining the Trappist Order,
have left by the overland route for
Goodenough Bay, and will take bullock
teams on from Yeeda, In about two
months [ hope to have all settled, and
to be able to begin my return journey
to Perth,
