iBATAVIA, Java, May 11.—Mme. 

Lillian Nordica, the singer, died here 
last night.

Mme. Nordica had been ill since 
the steamer Tasman, on which she 
was a pasenger, went ashore on 
Bramble Bay, in the Gulf of Papua, 
December 28 last. Nervous prostra­
tion, due to her experience, was fol­
lowed by pneumonia.

A Romance in Which Brantford 
Figured.

The regretted demise of the great 
singer calls to mind a pretty romance 
which was “staged” in Brantford.

Nordica paid a visit 
to Brantford in the spring of 1909. 
She catoe here with her private Secre- 
tay and maid some two or three days 
before the recital, making the Kerby 
House her headquarters. ' The day 
before the concert, the writer received 
a telegram from the New York Times 
whose representative he is in West­
ern Ontario, asking him to interview 
the prima donna and ask her for a 
confirmation of the rumor then curl- 
rent in New York that she was about 
to marry Mr. G. W. Young of New 
York. Madame Nordica and her 
sécrétaiy, when interviewed, positive­
ly denied the story.

On the night of the recital at thç 
Grand Opera House, an urgent New 
York telegram was handed in at the 
box office of the theatre at 8.30. The 
messenger stated he had positive in­
structions to wait for an immediate 
answer. The writer reluctantly went 
back to the stage and' presented the 
telegram to Madame Nordica, who 
was just leaving the hands of her 
maid to go on for her opening num­
ber. The prima donna was very much, 
annoyed at the interruption, but Open­
ing the telegram, her whole demean­
our instantly changed and she was 
“graciousness personified.” Blushing 
like a young girl, she dictated the 
following telegram to Mr. Young, 
from whom the rush wire had been 
received:
