Address of the Commiltes of the Darochial Branch
of the Church Soclety, on the erection of u
Parochial Sechool.,

Vrstiv Roox, Nov, 22, 1835,

To the Members of the Congregation
and Churchmen in general :

The Committee of the Parochial
Branch of the Church Society have,
since their appointment, anxiously di-
cected their attention to maturing a;
plan to provide a Scriptural Education
for the younger members of the Con-
gregation under the supervision of the
Clergy, convinced that the Churcl’s
mission c¢on aever be fulfilled without
daily religious instruction forming an
important element in her teaching.

I'he privilege bestowed upon the
Churcl, is to watch over her members
during every period of their lives, re-
ceiving them into her fold at Baptism,
and, after carefully instructing them
the divine truths contuined in the Holy
Scripture, calling upon them to agsume
that  responsibility which their God-
pareats undertook for them in infancy,
and thus enabling them fully to enjoy
the blesstngs of the Gospel covenant.

To be able to secure this objeet,
efficient Parochiul Day and Sunday
Schools are necessary; for, in order to
forin the character of youth upon a Re-
ligious basis, it is essential that con-
stant intercourse should be maintained
*-etween them and their clergy, which,
under the present public school system,
in not attainuble.

"The Committee feel strongly, that
the education in force in the Common
Schools in Western Canada is deficient
in those essential points, without which
education is valueless; for, while it
tends to sharpen the intellect, and en-
able the rising generation to advance
their worldly interests, it neglects to
inculcate religious knowledge, which
alone can make them wise unto salva-
tion. -

The Church labours under great dis-
advantages under the present law,—for,
while their Roman Catholic fellow-sub-
jects are allowed to have Scparate
Schools for their youth, and are free
from taxation to support orhers than
their own, in any place where they may
consider it desirable to establish them,
the United Church of England and
Ircland, while equally protesting
against the tax system, is denied the
same privilege.

But, while suffering from this injus-
tice, the Committee cannot allow them-
selves to remain passive under it, and
they are satisfied that the surest way to
obtain an alteration of the law is to
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tthe school being erected
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establish efficient schools in which the
younger members of our communion
may be taught theiv duty to God, ond
fearn to love their Mother Church,
bringing theie influence to hear upon
public opinion in after life.

With this object, Mr. W. Hay, the
Architeet, handsomely volunteered to
gratuitously prepare plans, and super-
internd the building, and a Select Com-
mittee was appointed to wait upon the
Lord Bishop, to obtein his sanction to
upon the
ground adjoining the Church, and the
Committee are much gratified in being
able to state that his Lordship cordially
entered into their views, mull promised
his assistance.

These preliminary arrangements hav-
ing been nccomplished, it remains for
the congregation, and all who are in-
terested in securing a religious educa-
tion for the young, to aid the Committee,
by their subscriptions, in carrying out
their important plans.

T'he estimated cost to complete Schools
to accommodate 20 children, lecture-
roomn and Jibrary, is £1000, of which
there s in the Treasurer’s hands £155;
a farther sum of £400 will enable the
architect to cover in the building. Scv-
eral handsome subscriptions have been
already promised, and the Commitice
cannot doubt in the success of their
efforts; at the smme time, they have no
defire to conceal from those whose as-
sistance they seck, that without self.
denial, it cannot be accomplished ; but,
if their friends will only follow the
scriptural admonition,

« In the morning, sow thy sced,
And at evening, hold not thy hang,”

the inestimable blessing of » sound re-
ligious education may be broughr with-
in the reach of all.

The Committee feel thut the Parish
of the Holy Trinity has strong claims
upon the Christian liberality of Church
men in general ; the endowment of the
Church is only £200 a year, of which
£160 is paid to the Assistant Minister,
the remaining £50 is reserved as a re-
psir fund for the building. The ex-
peuse incurred in the efficient perform-
ance of divine worship, amounting to
£500 per annum, has to be borne by the
veluntary contributions of the Congre-
gation, presented weekly through the
Offertoty, as there are no pews—ull the
seats being free aud unappropriated for
ever.

Under these circumstances, the Con-
mittee earnestly appeal to their fellow-
parishoners and Churchmen through-
out the diocese, for that support and
assistance which the importance of the
object they desire to accomplish requires
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—Dbegging them to remember, that the
best interests of society, with which
theirs are so intimately conmected, de-
mand that we should
* Train up a child in the way he should go,
and when he is old, he will not depart from it.”

MENTS ABROAD.

Denmark is a protestant conntry-—
thoroughly Lutheran.  She has resisted
German Neology perhaps even more
than her neighbor, Sweden. She can
boast her learned divines, her earnest
preachers, her distinguished theological
and philosophical writers. 'T'he villuge
church is well attended. Tt is rather
a modest structure in general, with a
quaint shingled belfry, in which the
silvery bells ning weekly the parishoners
to prayer. The education of the people
is far from being neglected.  'There ure
seminaries for the education and train-
ing of schoolmasters; in every parish
there are one or more schools to which
the pessantry are hound to send .their
children ; and it is difficult to meet
with a Dane, even the humblest, who
cannot both read and write. I[n point
of morals, the Danes, we belicve, stand
fair umong the nations of Europe, and
the rural population is noted for the
unaflected pietyof its individuals. Den.
mark is well provided with a secnlar
literature, and we should judge, from
the examination we have been able to
make, that there must be a pretty wide-
spread religious literature—church his-
