From its beginnings as St. John’s
Juniorate in Pincher Creek in 1908
to its present status as a University
of Alberta faculty, the Faculte St.
Jean has undergone great changes.

Originally, St. John’s Juniorate
was intended to be a preparatory
college for priests and brothers of
the Oblate order. This mandate
continued after the Juniorate relo-
cated to Edmonton in 1910 (the
present location at 8406 - 91 Street
was settled upon in 1911) and
through the years until 1943.

In 1943, the St. John Juniorate
changed to the College St. Jean,
which was established to provide
the French-speaking population
with a liberal arts education.

College St. Jean became affiliated
with the University of Alberta in
1970. It became the College Uni-
versitaire St. Jean. And in 1978 the
College Universitaire became the
Faculte St. Jean.

_ Atpresent, the mandate of Facul-
te St. Jean is to allow students to
pursue their education in French.
Students in Faculte St. Jean are able
to live in a predominantly French
environment. The Faculte offers

three degree programs: Bachelor
of Arts, Bachelor of Science, and
Bachelor of Education. As well, the

Faculte is intended to act as an
instrument to spread French lan-
guage and culture.
