Mr. Fisherman
stressed that there is no

Since the cancelling of the
films was announced two
weeks ago, the society has
received ; letters from a-
roused members who also
disagree with the present
law and desire a more liberal
policy for the university club.
What the outcome of this
situation will be is now un-
known but it is hoped by
most that the film society
will be allowed to go its way,
as of old, virtually independ-
ent.

The society has planned a
fine season to come with
fourteen films on the agenda.
The membership has en-
larged from about three hun-

dred to a thousand this year.
The films, as always, are
chosen to stress the film-
making industry as an art
form. Many are foreign made.
Also in the plans are some
experimental shorts, includ-
ing documentaries and travel-
logues, which should prove
