10 Any lady desirous of becoming a member
of the Club shall have to be nominated and sec-
onded by two regular Club Members. All names
so nominated, together with the names of their
respective proposers and seconders, shall be
posted upon the Club Board for at least fourteen
days, and shall then be balloted for by a Com-
mittee of nine Members to be appointed by the
[Executive Committee. Three adverse ballots
shall exclude from membership. No candidate
who shall have failed to be elected shall be again
proposed for one year, nor be eligible for tem-
porary membership. The proceedings of the
Balloting Committee upon the question of admis-
sion to membership, shall be held

11. Immediately upon the election of a Mem-
ber notice thereof shall be given her, and she
shall be furnished with a copy of the Constitu-
tion and Rules and a request to remit to the
Secretary within fifteen days of such request, the
amount of her Entrance Fee and subscription
for the proportion of the balance of the quarter.
Any person failing to pay her Entrance Fee or
subscription within fifteen days after being re-
quested to do so as aforesaid, the Secretary shall
report such Member’'s name to the Executive
Committee, who shall cause her name to be
erased from the list of Members, unless the
delay can be justified to the satisfaction of the
Committee.

12. Clause “A.” Original Members of the Club
may introduce their unmarried daughters at the
age of eighteen or over, without entrance fee,
on payment of the annual fee of $25.00, payable
quarterly. Where an unmarried Original Mem-
ber is head of the household, she may introduce
her unmarried sisters on the same terms. In the
event of the death of an Original Member, the
unmarried daughters or sisters of the said Mem-
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
