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I he Trent Valley Navigation Co., whose headquarters 
are at Bobcaygeon, Ont., report a good sieason in tourist and 
freight traffic. Their new tug “Ajax” is now running. This 
tug is 60 feet long by 14 feet beam, with 4y2 feet draught of 
water, equipped with a single cylinder 12 x 12, engine run by 
“Fitzgibbon” type of boiler, under pressure of 130 lbs., with 
a large water-tank in the stern whereby the wheel can be more 
deeply submerged when navigating the lakes.
