"Schismatie Priexts in Paris.

A novel, and by no means insignificant. com-
iticians has ri-
in France, baving atits front 1’ALbe
Chantome, already noticed by us.  After the
revolution of February, 1848, a Society * for
the applicetion of Christianity to Aoclaf ques-
tions” placarded on the walls of Paris proposi-
tions adverse to the temporal power of the Pope.
M. Chantome was onc of its most zealous mem-
bers at that time, and is now associated with se-
veral other ecclesiastics, o that there is a body
of priests arrayed in direct opposition to the
Archbishop and the Pope himself. Pius 1X has
addressed a brief to the Abbe, but instead of
yviclding submission, he perseveres in declaring
that a letter from the Pope is nothing more than
a private document. The Church, he and his
colleagues argue, has not been assembicd in
ceuncil to decide whether or not its visible head
should be a temporal sovereign, and therefore
Pius has no means of pronouncing the wmind of
the Church. lHe, L'Abbs Leray, and the oth-
ers, only play the same game as was plared bv
the last Archbishop of Paris, and the clergy al-
together, by appealing to popular orinion : those
to prop up Romanism, these to pull it down. —
‘Their arguments are drawn, as far as we see,
from history ; and, with premises of stubborn
facts, their conclusion that, as the Czar makes
a bad Pope, so the l'npe makes a bad King, is
no doubt incontrovertible. "The whole subject,
however, of temporal sovereiznty is brought un-
der discussion in Europe, and while they demon-
strate in their wey, that the Bishop of Rome is
notthe “ King of Nations,” it is to be hoped
that better men will set forth, ‘on higher autho-
rity, and with not iuferior ability, who 4s the
Heap oF Tur Ciiuncu.  The fact, however, is
intensely interesting, and may be overruled to
engnft: the mind of France, afier all, to a pure-
ly relizious question.  France could be serions
in the age of Protestant refurmation : her map-
tyrs were as earnest as those of any other land :
then, why may she not be serious again ?

try his fortune there.

Singleton Copley.

ohn was a very studious boy, and made such
rapid progress m hix studies that his father sent
him to college.  ‘There he applied himse
closely to his books. and became so distineuished
a scholar, that his instructors predicted that he
would make a very eminent man

After he graduated he studied law ; and whep
he entered upon the practice” of Lis profession
his mind was #o richly stored  with intormation,
and so highty di«-iplinrfl by hix previons di!i-
wence, that he almost immediately obtained eele-
brity. One or two canses of very great impor-
tance being intrusted to him, he managed J:s’m
with <o mueh wisdom and skill as to attract the
adwiration of the whele British nation.

The king and his cabinet seeing what a
learned man he was, and how much influence
he had acqnuired, felt it to be important to secure
his services for the government. They there-
fore raised him from one post of honour to an-
other, till he was created Lord High-Chancellor
of England—the very highest post of honour to
which any subject can attain; =0 that John
Singleton Copley beecame Lord Lyndhurst.
About six*y years ago he was a little boy in
Boston. ITis father was a poor portrait-painter,
haraly able to get his daily bread. Now, John
is one of the most distinguished men in talent
and power in the Ifouse of Lords, and regarded
with reverence and respect by the whole ¢iviliz-
ed world.  This is the reward of industry,  The
studious boy becomes the usefui and respected
man.

Had John Singleton Copley spent his sehool-
boy daye in idleness, he would probably have
passed his manhood in poverty and shame. But
he studied in school when other bovs were idle ;
he studied in collede when other youns men
were wasting their tine ; he ever adopted for his
motto, “ Ultra pergere” (Press onward,) —
and how rich has been his reward ! ‘
