Ale, porter and beer, either with or without
the flavour of iat, mey be very nice for those
that like it, but give us rather for cleanliness,
bealtbfulness, and economy, a glass of pure
water.

Instructions for Preparing Butter.

The following is the most spproved method
of making and preparing butter for the London
market, and it is submitted for the advantage
of farmers and dairymen throughout this coun-
try. Butter made on this system, with care and
quick despatch will insure high prices and quick
returns. The best land is old pastare, as free
from weeds as psssible, with abundance of good
water. The cows should cot be heated or tor-
mented in any way; housed at night, and fed
on green food, snd the pasture changed when
practieable. ln milking, take saltpetre in the
pail, one-eighth of an ounce to eight quarts of
milk. The dairy should be perfectly clean, siry,
of equal temperature (say 50°), very little
light, and completely shaded from sun by trees
or otherwise ; snd in winter a stove may be re-
quired. Strain the milk iato igo]on, sweet and
dry, (oever mix warm snd cold milk), keep it
from two to four days, then put the whele of the
milk and cream into a clean churn, which is not
to be used for any purpose except during the
time it is in operation. Boiling water to be add-
ed to raise the temperature to about 68° or
609, if horse or water power be used. The
time occupied is from one to two hours, depend-
ing on the size of the churn; but churning
should not be continued beyond the pruper
time. After churning, put the butter into bowls
or pans of pickle, made from pure water and
fine-stoved salt (as common gives the butter s
bad flavour). It should be weil washed, and
the pickle changed frequently, until all the milk
is extracted, working with the hand the two
pieces alternately, until the grain becomes quite
close and firm, when it is to be cured with the
finest dry-stoved salt and sugar. . The propor-
tion to be one oumce of refined sugar to one
pound of salt, to be well worked into the butter
with the band ; but the quantity of curing mes-
terial will depend on the time and labour given
by the dairy-woman, in working and beating the
butter (after the salt and sugar are applied),
which should continue until sll the pickle is
driven out. The butter should be finished the
day it is churned, and tben be pressed as close-
ly as possible into the cask. The cask should
be well seasoned for some days previous with
strong pickle, trequently changed, or hot pickle
and must be strong and air-tight; the size is
of no consequence, if filled snd sent off in one
week: If not filled at one churning, the butter
is to be covered with pickle until the pext ; but
no cask to contain more than one week’s butter.
If butter should, at any time, appear pale in co-
lour sfter churning has commenced, s little
grated carrot juice may be put into the milk,
and will not ivjure either milk or butter. Ali
butter intended to be shipped should be at the
place of shipping one day prior to the steamer
leaving, 8o as to run no risk of going forward
to the agents.—Garden, Florist and Agricul-
turist.
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Qualities o Fine Vegetables.

For the purpose of selectiog an assortment of
the purest vegetables, best suited to the use for
which they sre grows, we have fixed upon cer-
tain qualities which we seek amocg the different
kinds. In the blood beet we always look for a
deep colour, smooth, handsome form, small top,
and sweet, tender flash. In the orange carrot,
small top, smooth root, aad deep orange colour.
In the cabbsge, short stump, large, compact
head, with but few loose leaves. In the cucum-
ber, straight, handsome form, and dark green
colour. In the leftuce, large close head, plea-
sant flavour, with the quality of standing the
heat without soon running to seed. In sweet
ecro, long ears, very shrivelled grains filled over
the end of the cob. In the cantelope melon,
rough skin, thick; firm flesb, and bigh flavour.
In the water-melos, thin riad, abuadant and
well-flavoured juice, avd bright red core. In the
onion, thick round shape, smull neck, deep co-
lour, mild flavour, and good keeping quality.
In the parsnip, small top, long, smooth root,
rich flavour. In the pea, low growtbh, ful! pods,
large and tender peas, rich flavour. In the scar<
let radish, deep colour, smasll top, clear root,
and quick, free growth. Ia the equash, medium
size, dry, fine-grained, deep-coloured flesh. In
turnips, handsome form, small tops sad tap
root, sweet crisp flesb, Those who have never
seen better sorts than they possess suppose they
are of the flnest quality, when they may be very

If
it is desirable” to raise calves that will make
geed milkers, raise all calves that have six goed
sized teats that are well apare, as all such calves
make the very best of milkers. It is much bet-
ter that they sbould be in their new miik st two
years old, as they make much gentler and better
milkers. Many bandsome red beifer calves sre
raised on account of their colour more than any
thing else, that do notimake very good milkers.
