Sir Robert Hodgson, Administrator of the 
Govern mint, and aides-de-camp, went immed­
iately oo boa-d, and teiurned intimating that the 
Prince would follow in a lew minutes.

Hit Royal Highness, sciompanied by suite. 
Isaded on the Qteen'a wharf at 8.30 p. M. amid 
enthuiiastic cheets. He was received on the 
whsrf by the Mayor of tbe cita and tte Admin- 
iitrator of Government, and co ducted by lat.tr 
to his catriage who took a seat beside him.

The hour being late, the procession did uol 
forain the order intended, but the Princes cart 
tiage, preceded by that ot piovincial aides de 
csmp.aod followed by others, with his suite, and 
by gentlemen in public position» on foot,proceed- 
id to Government H iuse.
