“Statistics of the Eastern and 
Virginia pig iron associations, ” the 
“Iron Age”, remarks, “show, con­
trary to general expectation, that 
the stocks of pig iron on hand 
June 1 were lower than on January 
1, and that the total stocks at 
these furnaces June 1 were but 
60.50 per cent, of the stocks on 
hand June 1, 1912. ”

CRUMBS OF COMFORT.

“ Perhaps, ” writes a London fin­
ancial critic, “the best that can be 
said for the stock markets at the 
moment is that intrinsic conditions 
are still good, in the sense that the 
speculative account open for the 
rise is exceedingly small, while for 
the most part the better-class 
stocks, at any rate, are well held. ”
