this amount he was not entitled to by law,
without the spealieg}s warrant—which was
never issued.

If this be permitted, what is there to
prevent the Council from granting to Mac-
Kenzie, or'to any other of the rebels, a few
hundred or thousand pounds a piece, for
theii services in getting up the rebellion,
or for their loss of time while banished.—
They have quite as good a legal claim, and
douptless the majority of the Council think
it.as good, MORALLY AND EQUITABLY.

‘was taken into custody, but while in the
Court House contrived to escape from the
Constable! As he was a man of intem-
petate habits, it is supposed he was tem-
porarily deranged.—North American, of
10th inst.

Fatal Aceident at the Falls.—Yester-
day afiernoon, a fatal accident occurred
at the Falls. Mr. Nobles, hardware mer-
chant, of St. Catharines, with his wife and
two children in a carriage, was driving
through the raviue leading down to the

Uatil
Canada has the power of impaaching and punish-
ing, she has not p.'m'li("ll. affectual Msponsible
governmont. In DBritain, if a minister purloins
l)l)l"\l(‘ moneay, comnits any act Of treason, or illly
dirty trick like the road job of Mr Hincks, the
Commons of Britain have the power to accuse
and impeach him before the Peers of the Realm,
by wlom he is tried, (the Monarch sitting ns pre-
sident of the conrt. and the fifteen Judges being
oresent to give theit fegal opinions,) and if he be
fouud guilty, he is geuerally sentenced to lose his
head 1t 18 not necessary that the same Iouse of
Comtions who witnessed his delinquencivs, and
perhaps supported him in them, should impeach
him : it may and has been done by a futitre House
and as the trial is conducted by the who!e Parlia-
ment. the Sovereign has no power to pardon the
culprit—he must suffer. It has been asserted that
impeachment has become oytof date even in Bri-
tain, and that il‘ were unwise to invest our l’rp«
vine al Parliament with an antiquated power. * I'is
true that no one has been impeached for the last
forty years, bat thatis because the terror of the
||m{ishmnnl has prevented the commissiott of
+ high “crimes and misdemennors’ aguist the
Empire. [t is vet a longer timo since a Peer suf-
fared for murder ; and ‘tivere as wise Lo contend
hat oll the laws against that most horrible erime
should be repealed so far as regards Lords and
high functionarics, 4s to dectare impoachment to
have become useless, Its long disuse has 1o doubt
caused it to be dooked on as an unlikely consuin-
mation. else the Rebel-paying Bill would nover
have been siguned, or, had’it been, the Colouial
Secretary had not dared to support his cousin
therefler. But let not the two criminals believe
themselves out of retribation’s reach. Impeach-
ieut sleeps, but not fér aye! Britain already
loathea the vacillating and at the samna time reck-
less Whig Goverument, and the next Parhament
will sweep them from the Councils of our Queeun.
Stanley will_then sway tha Governmeut; he is
not one to shrink from a stern act of justice when
necessary.

can Great Britain prove to her colonies that she
yet considers them wofth retaining, and of more
value than the tseless lives of 1#8 ermined cul-
prits.  When the nppeal was made ugainet the
Rebel-paying Bill, it was plain to all men here
that the tendency of the act was not regatded by
the mujority ; they looked on the question as a
quarrel between a British colony and & Peor, dnd
therefore decided in favor of tho lattor. THat de-
cision has made the loyalists feel that Eungland
cares nothing for these Provinces, and that it 1sin
vain to attach ourselves to a country which spurns
our devotion. 1t will be for the next Parliarent
10 eruse these impr-ssions. It will not do merely
to puss votes of eensure, though such would no
doubt both satisfy and gratify the opponents of the
Whigs in Britain. But the British colonists de-
mand something more 1 they have been deeply
wronged, deeply injured, deeply insuited, by the
British Government and the British Parliamént ;
they require the punishment of those who by false
information led that Pathament astray ; they wili
not bo satisfied by the mere dismissal of the delin-
quents. 1f the next Parliament desire to heal the
sore which has been so carefully kept raw by the
W higs-if they wish to show that the Colonial
system is not a huge mockery, of which all colo-
nists are the victims and the jest—if they are in
earnest to do justice—then must Earl Grey and
the Earl of Elgin die by the hands of the execu-
tioner. If they do mot, then will Canada, if not
the whole colonizl empire, hang to Britain as by a
thread, which the concussibn of the first cannon
shot fired against-her by a European power, will
sever for aye ! Return we to our Provincial Mi-
nistry, from whom,we have been delayed too long
by the greuter criminald, ‘whoin, howeyer, there
is some chance of bringing to accdunt. But how
can we deal with a Provincial job such as this
* Highway Robvery 7’ The Courts of Law will
not reach 1t, and we have no Court of Linpeach-
ment. We must bow with humility to the wiil of
our rulers, and thank themn for th® solid boon of
** Responsible Government.”” ¢ Oh'! (say the
Ministeriahsts) if a Minister acts ill,. the people
can reject him at the next election’’—that is, after
being pillaged for four years, they have the great
privilege of declining any longer to be pillaged by
the same individual!  Soothly, we thought that
the people of Upper Canada always had this right,
since the first coustitutional Act gave them a Par-
liament. So-called Responsible Goverument has
but enabled the House of Assembly to mak e a
puppet of the Governor; to the people it has
given the privilege of being further victimized.—
And what is the practical working.of this boasted
power of rejection at the hustings? Weremoem-
ber when the Refoffiers, and many Toriés too,
were highly incensed at the Hou. W. H. Draper,
and vowed that he should never again represent
the people. The Hon. William Henny smiled,
and—took a Judgeship! Aund he sull adorns the
Boneh—

« And smiles, and, as he smiles, for evet will
smile on.”

What chance wasthere for rejecting Mt. Blake
or Mr. Aylwin, or others who have slipped into
comfortable places and are safe from the storms
of popular feeling? Why, with a few quiet bits
of **highway robbery,’*the whole Administration
might retire to suinptuous ease and ** dignified
neutrality’’ in politics, and no one would have' a
legal right to quostion whero or how their gains
were gotten.

Is it not strange that Mr. Baldwin, the stickler
for ** British practice,” the devoted lover of the
British Constitution, he who wept (crocodile’s
tears, Col. Princo told him.) at the very thought
of severing from Britain—is 1t not strange that he
has remained so long silent as to the want of
something so essential to the perfection of his idol,
responsible government ? Ve are not yet old,
but we can remember tho indignation expressed
by the leading Reformers—Robt. Baldwin among
tkom——at the assertion of Goveruor Fraucis Bond
Head, that ** the constituti nof a Colony is sumi=
lar to that of the Mother Country, but not iden-
tical.”” How often did those virtuous lovers of
British Institutions then quote the words of Gen
Brock's Proclamation (in 1812) to the men of this
Distriet, which declares that we possess ** the
very image and transeript of tho Pritish Constitu-
tion ! How loudly did they then demand ** the
British Constitution 1u its purity,”” and insist that
if they had it uot, the people had been led to bat-
tle under false pretences ! But now the words of
Brock they never quote, and they desire but so
much of any eonstitution as will insure—

«t That fools and cowards might sit safe in place,
And lord it uncontrolled above their betters **

And is it not strange, too, that tho House of As-
sembly—they who love taeir privileges so much
—should have taken no steps to obtain the neces-
gary privilege of impeaching a false servant'of the
people 7 As well as wa can remember, Coldnel
Prince is' the only member who has évet showa
the least inclination for the establishinent of a
Court of Impeachment ; he, several yeurs ago,
moved eortain resolutions upon the subject, but
they were stifled at their birth. I'o show that a
court of the kind has been long wanted in Canada,
we will tell a historical anccdote about the Mar-
riage License Fund. No matier thongh the tal

bo told—"tis one of those tit-bits that cught always
to bo ** kept bofore the people.”” A marriage li-
conse (as many of our readers are fuliy aware) is
a permission from tho Archbishop of Canterbury
for two persous to urry without bemg called
three times in church It 1s clearly a church
fund, but as many persons who are not church-
men avail themselves of thesoe licenses, it ought
in fairness to. bo handed over to the different do-
numinations i proportion  us their people.pay for
it. However,: neither Church nor State got a

_copper of it, for it.was regularly pocketed by the

Ministry ¢ and this wont on frem year to year, and
nobody asked what'had becone of the Marriage
Licenss fund ; till one dayin the Governorship of
poor Sir Charles Bagot, when Responsible Go-
vernment snd Reform Prineiples wers i high
vogue, Mr. Christio, laboring under strangu hal-
Jucination that tho talk about houesty, patriotism,
&c.. was rénl, mnocently moved to ascertain how
‘the Marriuge License fund had been. appropriated
for the last 'year. Mr. Hincks coolly informed the
tHouse that his kxcellency had made a preseut of
it-to thown, his Mimsters-! Mr. Chtistie, after the
breath he had lost in astonishiment at this extra-
ordinary avowal had bren somewhat recovered,
was pr(;cue(hng to ask further; when Mr. Hincks
put him down with a lofty effrontery which must
have been truly sublime :—I1 was not necessary,
he said, to enter into any explunation ; as no one
concerned in the transaction would attempt to
jnslif_v it, the hon. gentleman had better prepare
his articles of impeachment without delay ! Mr.
Christio was completely ** taken aback’ by this
frank avowal of grand larceny, Prepare articles
of impeachment ! But what to do with them
when prepared 7~ He had indeed prepared an in-
dignation speech, in which he was going almost
to prove the -Minwstry guilty of peculation ; but
they broke him down “at cuce ; like the old fish-
woman they boldly declared themselves 1o be
thieves, and, barring that und a few other pecca’
dilloes, defied him to say * black is the white of
your eye !"* Mr. Christie gasped and dropped
wito his seat: Where were now his finely-rounded
sentences of acute argument, and pungent epi-
thete of crimination ? ‘Dumb, all dumb as Yorick’s

skull. Mr. Hiocke emiled eardonically, and the

mpemrpe
Conservative opposition trembled ! Ves, th8¥
trembled lest the secrets of thay fand should bd
laid opeii, for they téo had, in dld times of comn®
pact rule, robbed the church agam and again,—
Poor Mr. Christie had placed himself in the paosi+
tion of one of thdde herces we féad of in thé Ara-
bian Nights, who by incdutiously touching a tafis-
man, cadses the so'id walls to rock, and the évil
genius to appear.

PICKERING DEMONSTRATION/ IN
FAVOR OF THE PRESS.

On Thursday last, at Thompson’s Hotel;
Pickering, the friends of the seven gentle:
men who voted for the Hon, Mr. M. Ca:
meron’s Resolution respecting the admis-
sion of the Press to the Legislative As-
sembly, provided a cold entectainment, to
which the seven independent members
alluded to, and the Press of the County of
York, were invited. Between 70 and 80
persons sat down to difiner #t § o’clock;
and partook, with much gusto, of the good
things provided for the occasion, A Barker,
Esq., of Markham, in thé Chair. Of the
gentlemen invited, there were present—
the Hon. H. J. Boulion, M. P. P., Peter
Perry, lisq., M. P. P., James Bmith, Esq.
(Durham) M. P. P., W. H. Boulton, Esq-
M. P. P., Mr. McDougall, Editor of the
Agriculturist, Mr. Spreull, Edttor of the
Whitby Reporter, and the Reporters of the
Patriot, Globe, and Colonist. The Chair-
man read letters from Hon. M. Cumeron,
Benjamin Holmes, Esq., A. J. Ferguson,
Esq., Jas. Lesslie, itsq., and Hugh Scobie,
lisq., expressing-their regret at not being
able to attend. ‘T'he Chairman opened the
proceedings with the toast of the Queen;
and also with the toast of Prince Albert
and the Royal Family, which were re-
sponded to in the usual way. The Go-
vernor General’s health was afterwards
proposed and ‘drank in silence.

The Chairman then gave * The Seven
Independent Members of the Provincial
Parliament,”” and the Press of the County
of York—and called on the Hon. H. I.
