Francaise. He entered the politicai
arena in 1889, and since then has been
a leader. holding various portfolios,
although chiefly famous as foreign
minister. Viciani appointed him as
head of the war ministry at the be-
ginning of the war, but Delcasse later
returned to his old office of
secretary.  All his mature life Dei-
casse has hated Germany and has
sought to keep alive the thirst for
revenge. He imbibed part of his
bitterness from .Gambetta whose de-
voted pupil he was in his early days
as a journalist. Delcasse’s friends
often call him “the saviour of France,”’
because of his triumphs as foreign
minister. When he assumed that
portfolio for the first time in 1898 he
found the republic at odds with nearly
