the committee be instructed to obtain
a portrait painting of the deceased and
have the same placed permanently in
the House of Industry.”

It was recommended that the be-
quelt of Jane Bateson of $467 be
placed in the bank as a special amount

¥ The Bigin Street Sewer

The most of our village readers are
familiar with the agitation that has
been going on for the past three or. four
years amongst the -residents on Elgin
street in regard to adopting some
means of draning their cellars as well
as carrying off the surface water that
accumulated in the ditches and low
places on the street after every rain
storm. For two or three months every
spring nearly all the cellars on Elgin
street had from one to three feet of
water in them, and the nuisance be-
came 80 great that the council of the
village was asked to remedy the difli-
culty in some way. The council, while
admitting that the street wasin a bad
condition, did not feel like assuming
the cost and respansibility of putting
down a drain, and advised that the
Board of Health take action in regard
to the sanitary condition of the cellars
in that locality and report. This was
done, and the Sanitary Inspector and
Board condemned the condition of the
cellars and recommended that steps be
at once taken to abate the nuisance,
Plans and specifications were prepared
by Walter Beatty, P. L. 8., assisted by
the Village Engineer, and tenders
called for. On opening the tenders
they were found altogether too high,
and the council decided to have the
work done by days’ work. They ap-
pointed Road Overseer Nash to super-
intend the construction of the drain
and he put on all the men that could
work to advantage and rushed the job
through to completion. ~When the
work was completed, Mr. Beatty and
the Engineer got the cost of the work
and material and made the following
award.

Dehorning Cattle.
W. H. Montray, of Amherst Island,

submits a merciful and simple process
of dehorning practised - in Ircland and |
recommended with confidence.  All
the advantages of the custom can be
obtained by stopping the growth of the
horns painlessly through the use of
causticsoda. Itis a cheap substance
and ten cent’s worth will sufflce for six
calves, It is, however, difficult to
keep it in solid form, in which form
alone it can be used for this purpose.
It should be kept in a bottle, tightly
corked with a very good cork, and
some melted wax from a candle run
around the stopper, so as entirely to
exclude the air, If more than one
stick is bought, one should be put into
a small bottle by itself, and the rest
left to be only opened at rare intervals,
when the small bottle requires to be
replenished. The operation should be
performed when calf is from four days
to three weeks old. The animal should
bs held by one or two men ; the
operator. then takes the stick of potash
in his hand cavefully wraps a piece of
paper or rag around it ‘to prevent
serious burns to the fingers,) leaving
the puint bare ; he then wets the spot
where the horn ought to grow, taking
care not to let the moisture spread, and
