wervice be deemed expedient by the
Government of the day. For the
legal liabllity to military service al-
ready exists In this country, It was
imposed by the Militla Act,

Section 10 of that Aet provides
that “all the male inhabitants of
Canada, of the age of eighteen yoars
and upwards, and under sixty, not
exempt or disqualified by law, and
being British subjects, shall be l{able
to service In the Militia.” And “ser-
vice in the MiMtia" does not merely
mean service in Canada alone, For
section €9 of the same Act further
provides that “‘the Governor in Coun-
¢ll may place the Militia, or any part
thereof, on active service anywhere
in Canada, and also beyond Canada,
for the defence thereof, at any time
when it appears advisable so to do, by
reason of emergency.” It would not,
perhaps, have been possible to send
the Canadian Militia to South Africa
at the time of the Boer War, under
the provisions of this section, For it
oould hardly have been contended
that Canada required defending from
the Boers, a pastoral people without
ships, situated on another continent.
