Capital Punishment.
PREACHED AT

Holy Trinity Church, Dorchester,

REV. «7. ROY CAMV11ELL,

On Sunday, December 4th, 1892.
Numbers XXXV, 11, 12-“Yo shall 

“ appoint you Cities to be Cities of 
“ retuge for you; that the slayer may 
“ flee thither, which killeth any person 
“ at unawares. And they shall Ire unto 
“ you Cities for refuge from the avenger; 
“ that the manslayer die not, till he stand 
“ before the congregation in judgment.”

As far as we can l ead, or under­
stand the state of society before the 
flood, it would seem as if there were 
yo provision made for society,as such, 
dealing in an authorized judicial way, 
with thbse who had taken human 
life.

At the time of the re-oiganiza. 
tion of human society, when full and 
sufficient directions and instructions 
were divinely given for the propaga 
tion, sustenance, and pr- Section of the 
race, there was a distinct Divine oitdi 
nance made to the effect that“ whosoever 
sheddeth man’s blood, by man shall 
his blood be shed.” (Genesis ijc-6); so 
that it was not—unless we dispute 
with tho truth of the Scriptures— 
simply the law of man, but the law of 
God.What we have then as the result 
ant, is no less than a Divinely enacted 
law, ordaining capital punishment fer 
the unlawful shedding of man's blood

We are all prepared probably, to 
admit that the numerous human en­
actments,—Shall we say inhuman ? — 
many of which defaced the criminal 
Law of England even, that ordained 
capital punishment for such offences 
as forgery and theft, were not too sooi 
wiped out of the statute book of the 
land. But, many have proceeded 
much further, and take up these 
grounds, that God has not so enacted; 
that, if it ever w&s8o, it was a Jewish, 
a Mosaic prdinance; that the Law of 
Moses as to Civil enactments, is en* 
tirely abrogated; and, that the spirit 
of Christianity, being merciful, is op­
posed to such *a mode of inflicting 
punishment for the crime of Homi­
cide. Such are the several grounds 
that are taken by those who are op 
posed to Capital punishment, and' they 
have a right to bo heard

As to those who affirm that God 
Almighty has not so enacted.|we must 
leave them toe rplaiu, as best they 
can Gen ix-6, and other like places

As to those who profess to make 
light of un y reference to the Word of 
God for sanction for this mode of 
restraining evil doers, by such terrible 
examples, when any reference for 
authority is made thereto, and who 
will insist in the Press and otherwise 
in describing it as a part of the law 
of Moses, as if it originated therein, 
and as if it. rented thereon; —they are 
surely but superficial readers of the 
book they .profess to refer to, and to 
quote from. The Law giVen tofMosespWOJ jJHcoto uj uno imimi \n vnr
Mosaic Law, was, by the common con 
sent of the learned given about 1450 
B. C ; whereas, tho re organization of 
the human race took place, as the beat 
authorities arc agreed, about the space 
of well nigh a thousand years before 
the giving of the law of Muses; and as 
a glance at the scriptures will.show 
even the most supercilious and self- 
satisfied, the Divine enactment of the 
general law of Capital- punishment, 
which is con'ained in the ninth chap.-, 
ter of Genesis, was ma le at tho form* 
er time, and not at the l itter; and 
therefore, all those who speak of this 
divinely appoin td method of punish­
ing the homicidc, as- an ordinaneo dat­
ing from the giving of the Mosaic 
Law, make no small show of their 
rashness and inconsiderateness as 
well. The truththat is, if we ac­
cept the Scriptures—that it was given 
at the time beforesaid, on the starting j 
afresh of the social life of the race,that 
i is of binding force on the universal 
family of mankind, and it remains in 
force, until the power that imposed it, 
repeals it; and the burden of the proof 
that it is so repealed, lies on those 
who assert it.

merciful dispensation, and therefore, 
that enactments that are made in pro» 
fessed Christian countries, if they are 
made in the spirit of that religion, 
are likt-w'se merciful. To which we 
reply that, rightly understood^ so say 
we all. But, whilst we clearly 
see and admit that in Christ the Cere­
monial andLevitical Law passed away, 
being but the shadow of things to 
come; where can we infer justly or 
truly that Christ has destroyed or 
abrogated any of the fundamental laws 
of God, that are given for the general 
government of the race ? Sd that in­
ferences based on the spirit of Christi 
unity are of no force, and have no 
validity, as agninstwan unrepealed Di­
vine commandment.

The recorded reasons for the exist­
ance and enactment of the Law in ques­
tion, appear to have becnThe (1) great 
dignity and value of human life; 
“Whoso sheddeth man’s blood, by” 
‘man shall his blood be shed; for in"
*the image of 6 OD made HE man” 

Gen. ix-6; and (2) the fundamental 
brotherhood of man; “at the hand of” 
“every man’s brother, will I require” 
“the life of man.” (Gen. ix-5. Aud we 
may not fail to observe that tho execu^ 
tion of this liuv.wns not to be by mir­
aculous Divine infliction,nor yet in the 
hands of private friends or kinsmen to 
avenge the wrong; but it is distinctly 
entrusted to society, to he enforced 
by a properly constituted and ulti­
mately responsible tribunal

These fundamental principles ro- 
ceive most interesting illustration from 
the Civil ordinance of the Cities of 
refuge among the Israelites, as well 
as from ihe carefully constituted courts 
of our own, and other Christian 
and civilized lands.
The law ef the Cities of Refuge may 

briefly be .‘tated in this way:— When 
any man killed another, whether by 
accident or design, until the matter 

i could be judicially tried out, the man- 
i slayer could flee to any one of the Six 
I Cities so piovidid, from beforo the 
face of tho avenging kinsman of the 
man slain; and thqii, afterwards, the 
magistrates of that I ity of Refuge

were to take him to the place where 
he had committed the deed, and there, 
after due trial held in which the tes­
timony of responsible witnesses was 
taken, one of two things always hap­
pened; if the man-slayer could show 
that it was not intentional, that there 
was no malice, he was allowed to re* 
main all the days of his life,or rather, 
the High Priest’s life, in the City of 
Refuge. But, if, on due trial held, it 
was shown that he intended some1 way 
to kill his victim, he wa& thereupon 
given up to the avenger ot blood by 
the men of that City of Refuge, and 
his life was taken for the life of him 
whom lie had slain.

We have some fears that in days 
when the Bible is not as carefully 
studied ill detail, either as it deserves 
to be or, as in less busy times,it used to 
oo read, the exact state of the case with 
reference to the Cities of Refuge is 
not as clearly understood as it ought to 
be. For, it was only the accidental 
slayer whose life was saved, that of 
of the other was always forfeited: and, 
even the innocent slayer, was, in a 
way, imprboned for life; for, if lie left 
the City of Refuge, it was at his own 
risk and peril,inasmuch as, if the kins­
man of the slain man found him, he 
was thereupon entitled to take his 
life, for that of his kinsman Aud clear» 
ly, to have made the Cities of refuge 
permanent places of safety, apart 
from the question of guilt or inno­
cence, would have been to put a 
premium on the crime of homicide.

Before making one or two con­
cluding remarks upon the typical 
meaning of "this highly interesting and 
instructive institution of the Cities of 
Refuge,it may be observed in passing, 
that the pnpartial administration of 
justice, by competent Tribunals that 
are above suspicion, is one of our rich­
est blessings. Take that security 
away, and human society would 
become an impossibility. Only 
the general public confidence that 
wo hax e in those who are GOD’S 
ministers, appointed for tho punish­
ment of malefactors, makes society, ac­
companied wi .h a sense of personal 
security, a thing possible.

Clearly then, whosoever, either in 
his capacity as an individual, or as to 
some profession or calling he ha< in 
society, ventures to rashly arraign the 
honesty, or the Justice, or the capacity 
of those whose business it is to ad­
minister justice impartially and in ac« 
cordauce with the law, such nil one, 
as far us lie • lias the power, becomes 
an overturner of society. When we 
consider what human nature is, and 
how much a man may bo blinded as 
to his own deserts, we may well be 
prepared to hear that a man alter a 
trial in which life has been forfeited, 
is b inded by malignity and resent­
ment against all in general, ami some 
in particular, who have borne testi­
mony or taken any part against him.

But even such an one, when ho is 
happily brought to a penitent frame of 
mind, even he r,o longer charges justice 
with cruelty^ and much less does it

or shaking confidence in public justice; 
without which, ihore car. nci.ltei' be 
peace nor safety. -

It is not out of vindictiveness that 
the law punishes criminals; and, whil­
st tho light to petition any govern* 
ment is the unalienable right and 
privilege of every man that lives 
under the British flag; it should never 
be forgotten by the great mass ef th-? 
people,when they make any prayer, or 
pieseot any petition that is not ac - 
eeeded to, that those who are imitrust­
ed with the exeuuti -n of juotice, have 
a far more accurate knowledge of all 
material things, and a far more serious ; 
sense of responsibility, and have given 
fur more consideration to matters of 
life and death, than can any body 
of petitioners, many of wr.om, out of 
idle sympathy, or to oblige a friend, or 
to answer a casual request, or gratify 
a maudlin sentiment, put down their 
names wi h a facility that i-» only 
equalled by its thoughtlessness.

No. but'the heartless,— and there 
are noi.j such in this community,— 
would fail to commiserate a social 
pariah’s haplees lot, and untimely end. 
But we cannot but feel well assured 
as to tho duty of tho magistrate to

f cnrii-t.V t.O 111)-,

seek and to save that which was lost;” 
and that, moreover, “He is able to 
save unto the uttermost*.»]! that come 
unto God by Him.”

In Him, truly believing, through 
Ilim, truly repenting, by Him, truly 
obeying, the most wretched condemn­
ed éliminai, as well as—but no more 
than —those who in the ministration of 
justice find him guilty—both the one 
and the other, I say in Him, as “our 
only help in time of needf’ may find 
rest and peace for their souls; seeing 
that “there is none other name under 
“heaven given to man, in wh m.and 
“through wnom, we may secure 
“health nml salvation, but only the 
name of our Lord Jesus Christ. ”

Nor, when once we have found 
refuge in HIM, may we leave HIM at 
our peril,.. .For as any who bad fourni 
an asylum in one of,the Cities of 
Refug^ loft it only at thoir peril; so 
tin less we abide in Him, in whom we 
havejsought refuge, are we unsafe. Nor 
can we “escape if wc neglect so great 
a salvation;” for if we wilfully leave 
Him or ref red Him “after we have 
received the knowledge of the truth,” 
there remaineth nothing but “a fear­
ful looking for judgement."’

And, that wo maf not be of the 
number of those who’learn and suffer 
manyjthings in vain; may we all try 
to learn by tho things that are 
happening in tho world around us, 
always bearing in mind that if wo 
stand at all, it is only by grace we 
stand, but for which, we might have 
to exchange places with the most 
miserable.

As it is, wo must all admit that 
we are but poor creature*, who have 
nothing worth to offer, butfull and 
frank acknowledgment of euv helpless 
sinfulness; and whose only becoming 
attitude, as wo look back over much 
of life’s lost day, must be to crave, 
that out of the boundless stores of 
Ills infinite mercies, He will grant us 
a place with those who come into the 
vineyard at the eleventh hour

Yea, even, if needs be,—fur we 
are living but are not yet dead— that 
He may in mercy extend to us the 

'same privilege, and associate us with 
the dying thief, whom he pardoned on 
the Cross

society, and lliu it _ ____
hold the uiagietrawrin tho adminis­
tration and execution of justice, since 
GOD himself tux* given tho matter a 
place in the Divine code, and has de­
clared those v»ho sit in judgement, to- 
be, in a manner, HIS vice-gerants and 
Representatives. HE has required that 
deference shall be paid to them, “not 
only for wrath, but also for conscience 
sake;” and HE has. as wo know^ 
muuy recorded occasions, as that of 
Corah, Dathaui aud Abiram—ratified 
their just decisions by special acts of 
interposition.

As we begun by a reference to the 
Civil Institution of the Cities of 
Refuge, I should like, as before in­
timated, to close with a brief reference 
to their typical meaning; fo.- we max­
well rest assured that such they had, 
and, that it were to miss theii chief 
import to us as professed Christian 
men, were we to pass it by.

1 o the Cities ot Refuge it was that 
such as the following expressions in 
the Prophets applied: —“turn to your 
stronghold, ye prisoners of hope,”vf< 
such they oerta.nly were who fled to 
the l ities of Refuge; and to the same 
institution are the woids referable 
that he who “reads may vun,” for 
there were wont to he finger posts set 
up by the roadside, that pointed the 
way tf^Miu Cities of Refuge, and, by 
the merciful provision of which, the 
fugitive might be h.lped m his flight 
for life

And we too, may everywhere see 
the signs set up, loading u-> mercifully, 
to the great anti typical City of Refuge 
which is Christ. *in horn," to be 
found was the* Apostle's one object 
and earnestly expressed desire, butlv 
for himself aud for others. ,

Unto Him as the one only real City 
of Refuge hiviea.l need to flee, for 
that “all have sinned and come short 
of the glory of GOD,” All who are out­
side of HIM are without the City, u re 
without safety, andJjyre obnoxious to 
the death* bufc-tlpftt all such as flee 
Urtito Him as the one. appointed place 
of refuge from the guilt of sin, are 
safe forever, seeing that He “came to
