A Sketch of lise Jtlarquis of 
Lome.

The Marquis, from hie boyhood’s 
days, has been a prime favorite with 
the Queen, as he was with Prince 
Albert, and the matriave is decided­
ly one of choice, and not simply of 
political convenience. His ancestry 
is most unexceptionable, he being de 
scended from the second Duchess of 
Sutherland, who was once Mistress 
of the Robes of the Qtteeuv This of­
fice is one of considerable political im­
portance in England bestowed up m 
a woman. It is in the gilt of the Min­
istry tor the time being, and is gen­
erally conferred upon a lady of high so­
cial rank, whose appointment is like­
ly to prove acceptable to the Sovereign. 
Since the accession of Queen Victoria 
the appointment of Mistress of the 
Robes has always been looked upon 
as one requiring carelnl and discreet 
consideration ; but never was a wiser 
selection made than when the late 
Duchess of Sutherland was ap­
pointed to the office. Besides being 
a person of extraordinary ability 
and lorce of character, she was 
the very counterpart of the Queen 
herself in every quality that has made 
the present Sovereign of England fa­
mous. The late Mistress of the Robes 
has much to do in moulding the charac­
ter of the Marquis of Lome, and she 
was the trusty adviser in every mat­
ter relating to his early education. 
The Queen thus writes, in his “ Jour­
nal of Our Life in the Highlands,’’ of 

THE MARQUIS WHEN A BOY.

“ Outside stood the Marquis of 
Lome, just two years old, a dear, 
white, fat, tair little fellow, with red­
dish hair, but very delicate features, 
like both his father and mother.” His 
early boyhood was mostly spent at 
Inverary Castle, his ancestral home, 
and here he obtained the first train­
ing as a sportsman. At an age when 
most lads have been barely relieved 
from the restraint of the nursery "be 
was a keen fisherman and clever 
sportsman, dividing bis leisure be­
tween whipping the mdtintain streams 
and tramping the healher-clad moors, 
wary in the use oi the fly-and true in 
his aim with gun and rifle. The ru­
der accomplishments of the English 
gentlèman did not, however, render 
him insensible to the 
REFINEMENT AND COURTESIES OF EX­

ISTENCE,

and it has been said that the graceful 
courtliness displayed by the Marquis 
of Lome when a mere boy was most 
marked, and such as frequently en­
gaged the atleution of strangers. In 
the sumptuous palace of the Suther­
lands used to assemble the foremost 
men in the Stale, in the Church, in 
literature, in art, in every vocation of 
life.

which cannot be misused, squander­
ed or thrown away.

For years it was thought desirable 
that persons admitted to alliance with 
the royal family of England should be 
absolutely unknown to the Britiali 
public. The “ Royal Marriage Act,” 
was directed expressly against the 
union of princes with subjects. The 
secret mat riage of the Duke of Glou­
cester iu the latter part oflhe last cen­
tury with Maria, the Countess Dow­
ager of Waldegrave, had excited the 
ire of George III., who had been dis­
pleased before at the Duke of Cum­
berland’s matrimonial alliance with 
Lady Anne Luttrell. The result was 
an act forbidding any of the royal 
family contracting marriage without 
the royal sanction while under the 
age of t wenty-five years. After this 
period they were at liberty to solem­
nize the proposed union, even if the 
royal sanction was withheld, if, after 
having announced their intention to 
the Privy Council, an entire year 
should elapse without either Hbuse of 
Parliament addressing the King 
against it.

were taught as well lo appreciate the 
inestimable value of learning. Until 
twenty years ago the young Lord 
pursued his studies at home under the 
tutorship of a Suabian pastor, Schmidt 
by name, who instructed him iu the 
Latin aud Green verbs and the ancient 
classics.

presided over by a Mr. Lampney, who 
had been private Secretary ot Lord 
John Russell, and was a graduate of 
Trinity College, Dublin. Prime Min­
ister Gladstone always looked in upon 
the boys when in their neighborhood, 
and from him they naturally received 
many hints which were of use after­
wards. While at Eton he was au in­
dustrious student, and was also decid­
edly proficient iu all athletic sports. In 
fact, be was “ good at all things, poor 
at none, and superior in many,” to use 

, .the words of an old writer. The late 
Prince Cousort asked him one day 
whether it was his intention to com­
pete for the prize annually given by 
the Priuce and now perpetuated in 
his name for proficiency in the modern 
languages. This reward is very high 
ly esteemed by Etonians, and general­
ly brings to the front a formidable 
body of competitors. At once young 
Lome • resolved to try for the prize 
and applied himself with so much 
energy to his studies that he went in 
and won it triumphantly in the face of 
many of his seniors. At Etou he met 
as schoolfellows the present Lord 
Rosebury, the Hon. George Howard, 
nephew of the late Lord Carlisle; the 
Lytlleions, Lord Newry and others 
now well known in the higher circles 
of English society. In the intervals 
between school work he was not in 
frequently a visitor at the home of the 
Queen’s mother, the late Duchess of 
Kent, and there used to take part in 
those delightful social gatherings of 
the young, in which the late Prince 
Consort was wont to show the hearti­
est interest. The Queen herself would 
often receive the Argyll boys in her 
own home-circle, and would question 
them as to their progress at college 
aud upon the hooks they were read­
ing. After leaving Eton, Lome en­
tered the University of St. Andrews, 
at Edinburgh, and afterwards studied 
at Trinity College, Cambridge, and 
afterwards took the continental trip, 
without which no English gentleman’s 
edneation is considered finished. In 
1866, in company with Arthur Strutt,

900 Eton boys were present. The 
home life of the Marquis and his royal 
bride has been of the happiest des­
cription, aud neither ot them has any 
cause to mourn for their union. The 
Princess herself is a representative of 
the highest cullure of the English na 
tiou, and has many and varied accom 
plishments. In literature the Mar 
quis has had considerable success 
while iu politics he is among Eng 
land’s leading Liberals. Under hii

articles in common use as food and 
drink. There is, perhaps, no article 
of daily consumption that undergoes 
more and a greater variety of adultera­
tions than wine.

Indeed, not only is it adulterated, 
but ranch of the liquid we know by 
this name is entirely innocent of any 
grape juice at all. For instance, the 
sherry Tor which Hamburg has long 
enjoyed a notoriety is not sherry but 
merely a faclitions article; yet this 
when exported to other countries 
passes for genuine. True port is very 
rarely seen in the market, most if not 
all ot the stuff sold under that name 
being mixtures of elderbnry juice and 
other articles; and Madeira is usually 
composed of sherry variously doctor­
ed. It is well known to those living 
in France, that Nancy bears the odious 
name of having been the first to set 
the vicious example of a systematic 
adulteration of French wines, both 
red and white; and that Lorraine, 
Alsace, and Luxembourg are notori­
ously the center of an extensive manu­
facture of spurious wines, some of 
which owe nothing whatever to the 
vine. Celebrated brands of cham­
pagne, as Roederer and Clicquot, are 
here concocted from rhubarb juice 
and catbonic acid. Light clarets, 
rough red Ronissillou, and other 
wines, can be produced to suit the 
most fastidious taste, by merely re- 
fermenting squeezed grape husks 
that have once been used, along with 
coarse sugar made from potatoes.

We can divide the materials serving 
for the adulteration of wine into six 

eat classes: water, alcohd),’" sugary 
matters, astringent or acid matters, . 
coloring matters, and certain others 
designed for giving the bouquet.— 
This subject of the falsification of 
wines, to properly treat it, would re­
quire a volume; we must limit our­
selves here to an enumeration of the 
coloring matter? need, the deleterious 
character of which is not ouly excit­
ing the attention of French physicians 
and scientific men, but of the French 
government as well. The syndicate 
ofNarbonue have formally complain­
ed to the Minister of Agriculture that 
Portuguese, Italian, and Spanish 
wines, all colored by the jnice of 
elderberries, enter freely into France. 
Yet the wine growers of the Narbonne 
district have themselves learned to 
make use of the elderberry us well as 
of materials less innocuous. Fuchsine, 
which is prepared by adding arsenious 
acid to coal tar aniline, is used in im­
mense quantities for impardtig a fine 
uby red, although it is< admitted on 

all hands to be poisonous. There are 
host of other coloring materials less 

dangerous than fuchsine, but still in- 
urious to health, in daily use for the 

manipulation ,ot wines. There is the 
decoction of tsimpeachy wood, extract 
of mallow, cochineal, rosaline (one of 
the coal tar colors), colorine, black 
mulberry juice, red beet, poppy, and 
various fantastically named essences 
of vegetable, mineral, aud animal ori- 
ein. It is said that in July of last , 
ear a single grocer of" Narbonne sold 

ten thousand francs’ worth of cochineal 
coloring to wine growers of the village 
of Odbiilan alone, ior the artificial 
tinting of poor and palp wines. M. 
Paul Massot, the representative of the 
Eastern Pyrenees in the "French As­
sembly, has become a leader in a ern- 
sade for the repression of the new 
frauds in the manufacture of wines, 
and has laid before the government a 
mass of authentic evidence on the sub­
ject. i

It was proved, for instance, by a 
careful analysis, that a quart of oue 
certain kind of wine contained no less 
than half an ounce of alum^and also 
that the red extract of coal tar, called 
greuate, which was formerly thrown 
away as worthless, now commands a 
high price as an ingredient in the com­
position ot the fuchsine, which is toss­
ed by the hundred weight into wine 
vats. Happily chemistry has supplied 
us with the means of detecting these 
additions, and one of the best, simplest, 
aud readiest methods of doing this we 
owe to a chemist df Nancy, M. Didelot. 
The test is merely a tiny ball of gun 
cotton. This dipped into a glass of 
the suspected wine, and then washed* 
will resume its whiteness if the wine 
be pure; if not, it will retain the red 
color due to the poisonous fuchsine. 
The addition of a tew drops of am­
monia gives a violet or a greenish hue 
when vegetable matters have been 
used for imparting the desired color. 
Other and more complicated tests have 
also been devised; and with the aid 
of acids, ethers, peroxide of mangan­
ese, and chloroform, the frauds of the 
wine maker have been completely ex­
posed. Benzine forms, with fuchsine 
and its allies, a red jelly that floats on 
the surface of the discolored liquor, 
and by skillfully conducted processes 
a precipitate, varying in color, can, 
in every instance, be obtained.

A new industry, which is daily tend­
ing to become more and more impor­
tant, is tha( of the manufacture of 
ethers ot a complex composition, for 
the purpose of giving wines particu­
lar bouquets. By the addition of a 
very small quantity of these, new 
wines may he converted into the sem­
blance ot very old in a minute, or cer­
tain poor wines be made to resemble 
those of famous vintages. Thus we 
see that science is ever busy in her 
cudeavors to increase the number of 
products that are necessary to our 
modern civilization I However, the 
French government aud public seem 
now to have taken alarm, and it is to 
he hoped taat ere long the adultera­
tion, by means of the poisonous fuch- 
siue at least, will be summarily sup­
pressed.-- Scientific American.

The New York Liquor Law.—The 
New York Court of Appeals has at 
last given a decision affirming the con­
stitutionality of the famous civil 
damage law of 1878, holding landlords 
and tenants equally liable lor damage 
resulting from liquor sold and drank 

"on their premises. There was doubt 
at the time ot its passage as to whether 
such legislation would bo sustained by 
the courts as within the pale of the 
constitution, and a case was at once 
made up, upon which the court new 
confirms the same position, which es­
tablishes Samuel Berthalf in the $200 
he wanted from James O’Reilly, land­
lord, and Herman Feruhaber, his ten­
ant, because Berthalf"s sou drove his 
fathers horse lo death under the in­
fluence of liquor drank in Fcrnhaber’s 
bar. This opens the way tor a most 
important extension of the legal war­
fare against intemperance.
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
