I always give my 
children the sugar in the glass afler we 
have been taking a drink." Three of 
the sons have died drunker Is and the 
fourth is imbecile through intemperate 
habits.

VOTE RIGHT.

Again, we will battle this evil by vot> 
ing only for sober men. How many men 
arc there who ran rise above the feelings 
of partisanship and demand that our of­
ficials shall be sober men 1

I maintain that the question of sobrie­
ty is higher than the question of avail­
ability, and that however eminent « 
man’s services may lie if he have habits 
of intoxication he is un »*t lor uny office in 
the gift of a Christian people. Our laws 
will be no better than the men who make 
them. Spend a lew days at Harrisburg 
or Albany "or Washington and you will 
find out whv upon these subjects it is im­
possible to get righteous enactments.

Again, we will war upon this evil ! y 
organized societies. The friends of the 
rum traffic have banded together ; an­
nually issue their circulars; raise fabulous 
sums ol money to advance their intei- 
rsts ; and by grips, pass words, signs and 
stratagems set at defiance public morals. 
Let us confront them with organizations 
just as secret, and, if need be, with grips 
and pass words and signs maintain our 
position. There is no need that our 
philanthropic societies tell all their plans. 
I am in favor of all lawful strategy in 
the carrying on of this conflict. I wish 
to God wc could lay under the wine 
casks a train which, once ignited, would 
shake the earth with the explosion of this 
monstrous iniquity !

Again, we will try the power of the 
pledge. There arc thousands of men who 
have been saved by putting their names 
to such a document. I know it is laugh­
ed at,-but thete are sonic men who, hav­
ing once promised a thing, do it. “ Some 
h,ve broken the pledge.” Yes : they 
were liars. But all men aie not liars. 
I do aot say that it is the duty of all 
persons tb make such signature, but I do 
say that it would be the salvations 6f 
many of you. The glorious work of 
Theobald Matthew can never he estimated. 
At his hand four millions or people took 
the pledge, and multitudes in Ireland, 
England, Scotland and America have 
kept it till this clay. The pledge signed 
to thoueards has been tnc pi oclamation of 
emancipation.

INEBRIATE ASYLUMS.

Again, we expect great things fiom in­
ebriate asylums. They have already 
done a glorious work, i think that we 
are coming at last to treat inebriation as 
it ought to he treated, namely, as an aw­
ful disease, self inflicted, to be sure, 
but nevertheless a disease. Once fasten­
ed upon a man sermons won’t cure him ; 
temperance lectures will net eradicate it ; 
religious tracts will not remove it ; the 
Gospel of Christ will not arrest it. Once 
under the power oj this awful thirst the 
man is bound to go on ; and if the foam­
ing glass were on the other side of per­
dition he Would wade through the fires of 
hell to get it. A young man in prison 
had such a strong thirst for intoxicating 
liquors that he cut off his baud at the

rist, called for a bowl of brandy in or­
der to stop the bleeding, thrust his wrist 
into the howl, and then drank the con­
tents.

Stand not when the thirst is on him be­
tween a man and his cups. Clear the 
track for him. Away with the children ; 
he would tread their life out. Away 
with the wife ; he would dash her to 
death. Away with the cross ; he would 
run it down. A way with the Bible ; he 
would tear it up for the winds. Away 
with heaven ; he considers is worthless as 
a stra-". “ Give me the drink ! Give it 
to me 1 Though the hands of blood pass 
up the bowl and the soul trembles over 
the pit—the drink ! give it to me ! 
Though it be pale with tears ; though 
the froth of everlasting anguish float on 
the foam —give it te me ! I drink to my 
wife’s woe, to my children's rags, to my 
eternal banishment from God and hope 
and heaven 1 Give it to me ! the 
drink V'

Again, we will contend against these 
evils by trying to persuade the re­
spectable classes of society to thwhauish- 
meat of alcoholic beverages. Yen who 
move in elegant and refined associations ; 
you who drink the best liquors ; you who 
nex'er drink until you lose your balance, 
let us look each other in the face on this 
subject. You have under God iu your 
power the redemption of this land from 
drunkenness. Empty your cellars and 
wine closets of the beverage and then 
come out and give us your hand, your 
Tote, your prayers, your sympathies. I)o 
that and I will promise three things : 
First. 1 hat you will find unspeakable 
happiness in having done your duty ; 
second, you will probably save somebody 
—perhaps your own child ; third, you 
will not in yeur ln«t hour regret that you 
mails the sacrifice, if sacrifice it be. 
don’t MAKE DRINKING RESPECTABLE.

As long as y-.u rrake drinking respect­
able drinking customs will prevail, and 
the plowshare cf death, drawn by terrible
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disasteis, will go mi turning, up this 
whole c ui'incut from end to en 1 with 
tfieloug, deep, a« fill furrow of dninkarils 
graves.

Oh ! how this r-ini fiend w uld like V- 
go and hangup a skeleton in your beauti­
ful Imiise, so that when you opened the 
front door to go in you would see it in the 
hall : and when you sat at your table 
you will sec it hanging from the wall ; 
and when you opened your bedroom 
you would find it stretched upon your 
pillow : and, waking at night, you would 
feel its cold hand passing oa-er your face 
and pinching at your hemt.

There is no home so beautiful hut it 
may be devastated by the awful curse. 
It throws its jargon into the sweetest 
harmony. What was it that silenced 
Sheridan, theEnglish orator, and shatter­
ed the golden scepter with which he 
swayed paiLaments and courts ? What 
foul spirit turned the sweet rhythmn of 
Robe it Burns into a tuneless babble ? 
What brought flown the majestic form of 
one who awed the Ameri.an senate with 
his eloquence, and after a while carried 
him home dead drunk Î What was it 
that swamped the noble spirit of one of 
the heroes of the last war, until, in a 
drunken fit, he reeled from the deck of a 
western steamer and was drowned ? 
There was one whose voice we all loved 
to hear. He was one of the most classic 
orators of the century. People wonder­
ed why a man of so pure a heart and so 
excellent a life should have such a sa--l 
countenance always. They knew not 
that his wife was a sot.

I call upon those who are guilty of 
these in mlgences to quit the path of 
death. Oh, what a change it would make 
in your home 1 Do you see how every­
thing theie is being desolated 1 Would 
you not like to bring lack joy to your 
wife’s heart, auil have your children 
come out to meet you with as much con­
fidence as once they showed ? Would 
you not like to rekindle the home lights 
that lortg ago were extinguished '( It is 
not too late, to change. It may not en­
tirely obliterate from your soul the mem­
ory of wasted years and a ruined reputa­
tion, nor smoothed from your anxious 
brow the wrinkles w hich trouble has 
plowed. It cannot call hack unkind 
words uttered or rough deeds done : for 
perhaps in those awful moments you 
stiuck her ! It may not take from your 
memory the hitter thoughts connected 
with some little grave. But it is not loo 
1 ite to save yourself and secure for God 
an-e your family the remainder of youi 
fast going life.

LET YOUR BETTER NATURE SPEAK.

But perhaps you have n it utterly gone 
astray. 1 may address one who may not 
have quite made up his mind. Let your 
better nature speak out. You take one 
side or the other in the war against drunk­
enness. Have you the corn age to put 
your foot down right, an 1 say to your 
companions and friends,” I will never 
driik intoxicating liquor in all my life, 
nor will I countenance the habit iu 
others !” Have nothing to do wit h 
strong drink. It lias turned the earth 
into a place of skulls,- and has stood 
opening the gate to a lost world to let iu its 
victims, until now the door swings no 
more upon its hinges, but day and night 
stands wide open to let iu the angonized 
procession of doomed men.

Do I address oue whose regular work 
in life is to administer to this appetite 1 
For God's sake get out of that business ! 
If a woe he pronounced upon the man 
who gives his neighbor drink, how many 
woes must he hanging over the man who 
does this every day and every hour of the 
Jay?

Do you think that because human gov­
ernment may license you that therefore 
God licenses you. I am surprised to hear 
you men say that they respect the 11 ori­
ginal package” decision by which the su­
preme court of the United States allows 
rum to he taken into states like Kansas, 
vhich have decided against the sale of in­
toxicants. I have no respect for a wrong 
lecision. I care not avlio makes it. The 
Ihiee judges of the supreme court who 
gave a minority report against that deci­
sion were right and the chief justice was 
wrong. The right of a state to defend 
itself against the ruin traffic avili yet be 
demon1'trated, the supreme court notwith­
standing. Higher than the judicial 
bench at Washington is the throne of the 
Loid God Almighty. No enactment, 
national, state or municipal, can give you 
the right to carry on a business w hose 
one effect is destruction.
