D GLOBE acres was worth—and what the company 
might get for the rest of the 25,000,000 
acres in reserve it was impossible to tell, 
but if the country progressed still higher 
and better prices would be obtained, so 
that they had proved in one short year 
the wisdom of the view advanced by the 
Liberals that these lands were being sold 
at a price altogether too low. The Liber- 
als also said : Put settlers in the country, 
give the value to the lands, and then sell 
them. The Government insisted upon 
selling them, however. They sold them 
last year to the Syndicate at one dollar 
an acre, and no one would contend they 
were not worth four dollars on the average 
to-day. The prairie portion of the line, 
for which $10,000 in cash and 12,500 
acres of land a mile were given, was cost- 
ig about $11,000 a mile, with an add?- 
tion $1,000, which they had to pay. Yet 
the land alone was probably worth $50,-

Sir Leonard Tilley in 1878 had said 
that $13,000,000 from customs and 85,- 
000,000 from excise would furnish the 
amount that was necessary for the carry- 
ing on of the Government, and disclaim- 
ed any idea of raising any more than this.

812.50 per head more than was needed, 
and the total taxation would equal $35 
for every head of a family. In this cal- 
culation he had taken the whole of the 
Dominion, but in a Province like Onta- 
rio, and a community like the one he was 
addressing, the proportion would be much 
greater. He need not tell them that the 
real amount of the taxes was much larger 
than the amount he had stated, because 
it was well known that being, as they 
were called, indirect taxes, they were first 
paid by the importer, who had a profit on 
the whle cost. The wholesale dealer 
had a profit on the total cost to him, and 
also the retailer, 80 that while the treasury 
only got about $35 per head of family, 
the consumer paid about $50. Sir Chas. 
Tupper had objected most seriously to 
the Government of Mr. Mackenzie be- 
cause they showed a small surplus. He 
said that the Government had no right to 
a surplus, and if they had one they ought 
to use it in reducing taxes, as they had 
done, and the Finance Minister of Great 
Britain did, while to-day those gentle- 
men boasted of a surplus of 86,250,000 in 
one financial year. He maintained that 
this was unjustifiable and unreasonable, 
and that the best Government was that

000 a mile. Once again the wisdom of 
the view taken by the Liberals was de- 
monstrated.

They 
told the country they must have a mono- 
poly, must have a large subsidy. But 
they are now going to build it quicker. 
The sooner now they got the monoply the 
better; the sooner they got the subsidy 
the better. So the Opposition policy 
would have been a wise one in getting a 
favorable contract for the ends of the 
road.

The Opposition also objected to the 
speculation and creation of large and fa- 
voured landholders in the North-West, 
whether in companies or individuals, and 
urged that as much as possible of the 
country should be open to the settler, who 
could thus chose his land, and if it was 
thought well to give him a free grant or 
at a fixed moderate price well and good, 
but if money was paid let the money be 
paid by the settler directly into the Treas- 
ury, and give to the settler all the benefit, 
and none to a middle-man speculator. 
That was the policy which would best pro- 
mote the settlement of the country. 
The land regulations, their uncertain, 
shifting character, have been hostile to 
settlement as contradistinguished to the 
interests of speculation. He did not say 
the Government had not made provisions 
for the settler, but he did say that the 
provisions made for others than the 
settler were an injustice, and created a 
disadvantage instead of creating an ad- 
vantage and doing justice to the settler. 
Then there was the cattle ranch system. 
He did not say that trade was not a good 
one, but there was a system connected 
with it under which favoured persons re- 
ceived special consideration from the 
Government, and obtained land on 
special terms. It was the same with re- 
gard to the mining lands system. In the 
timber limits question there was once 
again no public competition, but certain 
persons were favoured by Government. 
Then they had the colonization companies, 
over 300 of which were started last year, 
the great bulk of which, fostered by Gov- 
ernment, had underlying that baneful 
spirit of speculation, with the result that 
about 300, it was said, had collapsed. He 
maintained that the whole of that policy 
was a mistaken policy, and that the sales 
of the land in reasonable quantities to 
settlers on reasonable conditions of actual 
and continuous settlement would have 
done much more for the North-West and

Two Trips a Week,
which most nearly adjusts the taxation of 
the country to the requirements of the 
public service. It might be said that the 
increased receipts came from the increase 
in the imports ; but he found that in 1875 
the imports were $119,500,000, and in 
1882, $123,000,000. An allowance must, 
however, be made in this latter sum for 
the altered mode in keeping the accounts, 
and he supposed that the imports of the 
two years he had quoted were very nearly 
alike. From the imports in 1875 there 
had been collected $15,361,000, and in 
1882, $22,000,000, or an increase of about 
fifty per cent, over 1875. When making 
his financial statement in 1879 Sir Leon- 
ard Tilley said :—"We are importing too 
much; the imports are too large. I am 
glad to know that they have been reduced 
somewhat, and steps should be taken to 
reduce them still further." The imports 
were in 1878 $93,000,000, and though 
there was a decrease the following year, 
they rose in 1883 to $119,000,000, an in- 
crease of $26,000,000. In point of fact 
they rejoiced in the large revenue, due 
greatly to the large imports, but in some 
degree to the high duties. They objected 
to the high imports, and said they would 
stop them. They have increased them. 
They promised not to raise the duties, 
and they have raised them. There was a 
levy of $28,000,000 instead of $18,000,- 
000, and by reason of that excessive levy a 
surplus in one year of $6,250,000, when 
they told the Government of 1875 that it 
had no right to have a surplus at all. 
The balance of trade against Canada was 
in 1878 $13,400,000, and in 1881 82 $18,- 
500,000, or more than $5,000,000 more.
But there again these gentlemen were not 
troubled much, because their predictions 
and views had been falsified in so many 
ways. These were important considera- 
tions to the country. Whatever the 
views held on the balance of trade by 
political thinkers might be, it was un 
doubtedly an important thing to consider 
what were the imports and exports, and 
he maintained that those who studied it 
would see that the promises and predic- 
tions and alleged results of the action of 
the Conservative Government since they 
obtained power have been falsified, and 
seriously so, by the figures he had laid 
before them.

Of the exodus Mr. Blake said :—
• ‘ In 1878 the population of Ontario 
was 1,653,875; in 1879, 1,677,025; in 
1880, 1,591,626. The increase from 1878 
to 1879 was under 24,000, from 1879 to 
1880 under 15,000, and this last increase 
was due to certain special districts, some 
cities, and new districts, leaving for the 
rest of the Province an increase of in 
round numbers about 8,500 souls. The 
result of the municipal census for the past 
two years shows that the bulk of the 
Province has been in almost a stationary 
condition as to population. For example : 
Huron was 1,200 less than in 1879, Bruce 
1,000 less than in 1878, Grey 1,000 less 
than in 1879, Lincoln, exclusive of the
