OPENING AND CLOSING.

In courtesy to the membeis a meetin
should have been called and their feef-
ings consulted. @ The House might
have adjourned till to-morrow or the
next day, during which time all the
arrangements might have been made.

WHAT 1 saw AT A MEETING SUNDAY
