The Buckley mill at French Fort 
Cove was destroyed by fire at an 
early hour Friday morning together 
with a large amount of lumber piled 
on the mill side of the road.

The mill property' was valued at 
$150,000 and employed about 70 or 
V> men. The lumber burned amoun- 
ted to 6.000,000 feet and was the 
property of the British Admiralty.

The fire broke out shortly v after 
one o'clock and was near the pump 
house when discovered with some 
tongues of flames running up the 
mill walls. Newcastle was notified 
and assistance asked. The mill fire 
pump was got ready by the m#h 
and had this been available the big 
blaze would likely have been stop­
ped early in Its career. But when 
the steam was turned on it was 
found that something had fallen on 
the pipe line and broken it and the 
men had nothing to fight the fire 
with.

In the meantime the Newcastle 
fire engine had been sent down by 
scow and when ft reached the wharf 
it could not be landed owing to the 
flames there. The tide was low and 
the result was the engine stayed out 
of action for over an hour and then 
the last chance to save thq property 
was gone.

The Miramichi Lumber Co. tug 
came to the assistance of the figh­
ters, but it had no pumping appliance 
The arrival of the Snowball Co's St 
Andrew made a material change and 
her two big streams helped to con­
fine the fire within bounds. Aq. It Is. 
everything from the bridge to the 
far end of the yard has gone up in 
smoke excepting the brick burner, 
the power house and office.

Fortunately the wind did not bear 
on the large lumber piles across the 
road, belonging to the Buckley es­
tate, and these were saved.

The amount of Insurance carried 
is unknown, but a large loss will be 
sustained.
